Proposed exploratory work would include shallow drilling using augers
where possible or rotary drilling; taking cores where indicated as
well as dozing to remove overburden to expose deposits indicated by
surface outcroppings. '

It is proposed to drill on a 200x200-ft. grid ‘250 holes, see maps),

with approximately 8,000 ft. of drill hole, varying between 20 ft. and

50 ft. in depth. The stratographic target is soft sand stone impregnated
with uranium ore. As indicated by the results of this drilling,
additional drilling on spacings of 50 ft. to 100 ft. will be undertaken
at similar depths.

Gentlemen:

In accordance with Mr. E. W. Thorson's request, I made
a preliminary examination of a mumber of lode mining claims in
the Pumpkin Buttes area, Campbell County, Wyoming. I examined
twenty-four claims in all. Twenty of the claims had been located
by Mr. Dale Ruby, (marked in yellow on the attached maps), and
four had been located by John C. and Axel R. Ostlund, (marked in
blue on the attached maps.)

I obtained maps and literature on the area from the
U.5.G.S., examined the claims on the ground with the help of a
scintillator, examined a nearby mine being operated by the Kerr-
Magee 01l Industries, Inc., and discussed the possibilities of
ths area with Mr. J. T. Awald, geologist for the Atomic Energy
Commission sub-office at Douglas, Wyoming,

I did not check the county or state land records; how-
ever, I did check with the Atomic Energy Commission and found
that the claims in question were not in conflict with the area -
withdrawn by the U.S.G.S. It is my understanding that the surface
. Tights are owned by a rancher named Mr. Brom, There is a possible
ceonflict on the Sue Group with Kerr-Magee. :

I was taken to the claims by John and Axel Ostlund,
Mr. Scotchy Roberts and Mr. Dale Ruby. I was advised by John
and Axel Ostlund that they had checked the county records and
were satisfied that the claims had been recorded and were on
open ground and not in conflict with state, school, or county
land. I impressed upon tnem that this point must be absolutely
positive, and they agreed to recheck with the aid of their local
lawyer,

In the Pumpkin Buttes area, the uranium-bearing sands
occur in a L450* thick zone of the Wasatch formation. The top
of this zone is approximately 700' down in the section and would
be at an approximate elevation of 5,250! since the sandstone beds
are essentially horizontal. : )

Attached is a very recent U.S5.G.S. circular, No. 338,
which gives the geology and mineralogy of the area in detail.

" The claims are divided into four groups: The A Group, .
A-1t%o A~ 8; the B Group, B~ 1 to B - 6; the C Group, C - 1
to C - 6; all located and owned by Dale Ruby; and the Sue Group,
Sue 1 to Sue L, located and omned by John and Axel Ostlund,
Although the latter two groups are not included in the option,

I was told they could be included in the deal. ,

The Pumpkin Buttes area is relatively new, and not
enough drilling and mining has been done to tell whether it
will become a major producer or not of uranium ores

The indications are good and some ore is béing ‘mindd
by open~pit methods ‘and trucked to Gillette, Wyoming, then shipped
by rail to the A. E. C. ore-buying station at’ Edgemont, South
DakCitao ' ' .

Some of - the uranium-bearing sandstones on the claims
examined are almost on the surface and could be prospected very
'easily with shallow drilling or dozer cuts, It might be possible
to uncover enough surface ore %o pay for the necessary explora-

. tion, drilling, and development to prove the value of the claims.

A The twenty-four claims examined are unproved and specu-
lative, and must be drilled or otherwlse developed; however, they
have definite promise and are a good buy at the price offered.

While it may be possible that additional work on the anomalies

on the A-1l, A-L, and A-6 claims will result in exposure of mineraliza-
tion or of sufficient evidence of mineralized deposits to warrant
exnloration, at present, more information as to possible extent, grade
and type of deposit is required before an intelligent exploration
program can be planned, Therefore, it is recommended that the appli-
cation be denied without prejudice pending submission by the avplicant
of information that might justify aid by the government in exploration

of favorahle areas on the property.

Claim groups for uranium,

As proposed by the applicant, exploration is to be by:auger or
rotary drilling and some core drilling equally distributed over the
claims of each group on a 200- by 200-foot grid vattern. In all, 250
holes with an estimated total of 12,000 feet of auser or rotary drilling
and 2,000 feet of core drilling are Droooéed.

| A joint field examination was made Sy the examining team on May 17
and 18, 1955 in commany with John C. Ostlund, a partner, and Dale Ruby,
the original owner of the claims.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AWD PHYSICAL FEATURES
Both the A and B Claim groups are in the immediate vicinity of

the Pumpkin Buttes. The claims of the A Croup are 2 miles south of
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South Butte, the southernmost of the four that make up the Pumpkin
But tes, and are in sec. 3, T. 42 N., R, 75 "I, and secs. 3l and 35,
T. 4,3 N., R, 75 W,, Campbell County, Wyoming. The B Group, 12 miles
by road north and slichtly west of the A Group, is 3 miles east of
North Butte and the claims, also in Camobell County, are in secs. 16,
17 and 20, T, Liy N., R, 75 W, (Figure 1).

From CGillette, Wyoming, the A and B Claim Grouvs are 56 and L6

miles respectively by way of the secondary state road through Savageton,

or by way of State Highways 59 and 387 to Pine Tree Junction, the

distances are about 10 miles farther, tut in time of travel is the
shorter route, particularly in bad weather.

Gillette, the county seat of Campbell County, is on the Chicagoy
Burlington and Cuincy Railroad and is a supply center for the area.

From Midwest, Wyoming, the nearest sizeable community, it is 31
miles by surfaced road (U, S. Highway 87 and State Highway 387) to
Pine Tree Junctioﬁ, and the A and B groups are 6 and 13 miles respectively
from the Junction by way of the secondary road to Savageton. Inquiries
should be made at the Dale Ruby ranch for more specific directions to
the B CGroup as there are two locked gates on the road to these claims,

Except for the Pumokin Buttes, there are no outstanding topographic
features in the area. The Buttes rise 700 to 800 feet abo%e the
surroundaing country, the altitude of North Butte Being 6,050 feet and
that of the surface in the immediate vicinity of the B and A Groups
being 5,200 and 5,300 feet above sea level.,

The topography is of low relief, with gently rolling hills cut

only by a few small draws,





No timber is found in the area and the only source of water are
the wells and stock ponds on nearby rénches. Water for drilling or
a. smell mining operation wuld have to be hauled.

The climate, typical of the northwestern plains states, with
periods of extremely low temperature and heavy snows during the winter,
fairly wet early springs', and dry, hot summers, permits continuous
operations for about 10 months, butvfor the femaining two-months
reriod, operations would be only intermittent and may have to cease
entirely.

There are no living facilities at the property and unless trailers
are used, arrangements would have to be made for living cuarters at
either Gillette or Midwest.,

Sufficient man power and equipment for the proposed exoloratory
work, as well as small scale mining operations, are readily available
in the area.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

According to county records, the claims of hoth groups, were first
located in December 195L by Dale Ruby, a rancher living in the vicinity.

Eisht claims, A-1 through A-8, make up the A Group and in the 3

GEOLOGY

The Wasatch and 7hite River formations, of Eocene and Oligocene
ages resoectively, are the only rock units exnosed in or near tne clain
areas. Regionally, the Wasatch formation consists of lenticular beds
of sandstone, mudstone, carbonaceous clays, and low rank coal. Although
the sandstone is moderately well consolidated in many exoosures, the
sediments for the most vart are poorly consolidated. Partial erosion
of the Wasatch sediments has nroduced a topography of low relief and
gently rolling hills. In most places, bedrock is concealed by a
grass cover and outcrops are found chiefly at the heads of small draws
where erosion has been most active or at rare blowouts that are found
on tonographic hichs where differential wind erosion has exnosed
sandstone facies of the Wasatch. The quartzitic ferruginous sandstone
of the “hite River formation caps all the Pumokin Buttes. The formation

is 250 feet thick at North Butte.an¢ thins southiard to atout 100 feet
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on top of South Butte. The general level of the land surface is at an
altitude of about 5,300 feet above which>the Buttes project anotﬁer'
700 to R00 feet:

The A ande groups of claims of the Mustang Oil and Exploration Co.
lie east and south of the Pumpkin Buttes. The A claims are near Little
Black Butte 2 miles south of South Butte and the western boundary of
the B claims is 2.5 miles east of North Butte.

According to U. S. Ceological Survey Circular 338, one of the chief
orospecting guides to uranium ore in the Pumpkin Buttes area is a
favorable stratigraphic interval in the Wasatch formation, This inter-
val extends from LS50 to 900 feet above the base of the Wasatch and
includes most known uranium deposits of ore grade. Lenses of sandstone
in this stratigraphic interval cémmonly have a red coloration that
vartially stains the sandstone in an outcrop area 10 to 15 miles wide
and 25 miles long around the Buttes. The long axis of this oﬁtcrop
area trends a little west of north. The stratigraphic vosition of the
rocks at the A and B claims with respect to the favorable stratigraphic
interval described above is not clear.

According to J. D. Love in U. S, Geological Survey Circular 176,
the Wasatch-White River contact is 250 feet below the too of North
Butte. A orojection of this contact into the area neér the B claims,
without regard to dip of the beds,‘would place ground level at the
claims 500 feet below the contact. If the Wasatch is more than 2,000
feet thick as estimated by Love and others, ground level at the B
claims is at least 1,500 feet above the base of the Wasatch and 600

feet above the favorable stratigraphic interval. As seen in the field,

the White River formation on North Butte appears to be essentially
horizontal but in Plate 2 of U. S. Geological Survey Circular 176,

the axis of the Powder River Basin is a short distance éast of the
claims which would give the regional dip of the formation a slight
easterly component between North Butte and the claims, If this
component is as much as 1 degree, the roéks at the B claims would be
700 feet above the favorahle stratigraphic interval. A bed of sand-
stone exposed at a blowout in the claim area strikes N, 50 W, and dips
8° NE. The attitude of this sandstone 1s nrobably due to a local
flexure in the Wasatch and may have no regional significance.

According to Max L. Troyer, et al, in the U.S.G.S. Circular 338,
the Wasatch is 1,500 feet thick in the vicinity of the Pumpkin Buttes
and has a uranium-bearing zone extending from 150 to 900 feet ahove the
base., This stratigraohic position of the uranium-bearing zone places
ground level at the B claims near the top of the zone and conforms
more closely with field observations made by the examining téam. A
producing mine and several strong anomalies are known to exist at
roughly the same stratigraphic level as that occupied by the B claims
and within a radius of 3 miles from the claims. Sinilar stratigranhic
relations exist at and near the A claims.

Host rock for most deposits in the Pumpkin Buttes area is a sand-
stone stained red by iron oxides or a gray to buff-colored sandstone
associated with the iron-stained sandstone. Manganese is concentrated
in the rocks near many devosits. The ore is commonly in a medium- to
coarse-grained, cross-bedded facies of the sandstone., The sandstone is

characteristically lenticular with an average thickness of 30 to 60 feet.





The only exposure of red sandstone seen on the claims of the
applicant is in a small pit on claim A-1l, This sandstone is fine-grained,
6 to 8 inches thick, and has the dull red color characteristic of some
vanadi ferous sediments, Little Black Butte near the A claims is
capped by a dark brown, ferruginous sandstone,

Most uranium ore in the 3Buttes area is in small, high-grade, con-
cretionary deposits or in large, low-grade, disseminated deposits.,

The concretionary deposits are generally found in buff to pink sandstone
with grades as high as 15 percent uranium. These concretions are
extremely variable in size but are rarely more than 15 to 20 feet in
length and S to 10 feet in width. Radioactive minerals are either

yellow or black and both uranophane and uraninite have been identified
from this type of deposit. The disseminated type of deposit is generally
found in a gray to green, poorly consolidated, fine- to coarse-grained
sandstone. This sandstone is lenticular and commonly several hundred
feet in length. Grade of the mineralized sediments is generally less
than 1,0 percent uranium and the eU/UAratio tends to be sreater than 1,0.

Although no anomalies or uraniferous rocks were found on any of
the B claims, a concretionary-type deposit, 1 foot thick and 8 feet
long, was found in a small outcrop of buff-colored, medium-grained
sandétone 325 feet S. L5° W. of the south cormer of claim B-l., This
deposit was discovered by U. S, Geological Survey airborne reconnais-
sance and designated anomaly No. 12, The devosit oroduces a maximm
reading of 2.0 MR/hr on a model 111 scintillator. Source of the radio-
activity is a greenish-yellow mineral that permeates the sandstone. The
host sandstone strikes N, 50 W., dips 2° E., is exposed for 30 feet along
the strike, 20 feet doﬁn dip and is 8 feet thick. There is no evidence

that the sandstone is continuous for more than several hundred feet

The only visibly mineralized rocks found on the A claims are in a
small pit on claim A-l. Because of the small exposure, the nature of
this deposit is undertain, but it appears to have the characteristics
of a concretionary type of deposit. Source of the radioactivity
seems to be a greenish-yellow, nbn-fluorescent mineral thgt forms a
thick coating on the sand grains giving the mineral a rounded, reniform-
like texture. A channel sample (8 inches long, 2 inches wide, and 2

The lowest reading taken on the Scintillator near the A claims
was 0.015 MR/hr which was used as background. This backgfound radio-
activity is unusually high compared with background values in the
Edgemont district where readings of 0.007 to 0.010 are commonly taken
for background. It is possible thaﬁ the abnormally high background
radioactivity was caused by atomic exﬁlosioﬁs at the AE.C. test
site in Nevada,

Four anomalies discovered by airborne reconnaissance are listed

by the applicant as being nresent on his claims A-1 through 4-6,





Two distinct anomalies were detected by the examining team; anomaly
No. 97 is near the discovery cut on‘claim A-1 and anomaly No. 1l is
near the south side-line of claim A-li. A weak anomaly was found O
to 50 feet below the summit of a small hill in the southern part of .
claim A-6, which may be the U.S.G.S. anomaly No. 1L5.

The 0,05 MR/hr isorad at anomaly No. 97 is § to 10 feet wide,

LO to 50 feet long, and is elongated parallel to the topographic
contour at an altitude of 5,210 feet, Intensity of this anomaly
increases to 0.16 MR/hr at the discovery cut of claim A-l, Anomalous
radioactivity was also found in two nits dug to a depth of 2 feet at
the same stratigraphic interval 150 and 200 feet south of the discovery
cut. Maximum scintillator readines in these pits was 0.25 MR/hr.
Bedding plane features have apparently localized mineralization of the
sediments in this locality.

An anomaly bounded by the 0.03 MR/hr isorad is over 100 feet long
and 10 to 15 feet wide near tﬂe south side of claim A-l. Maximum
anomalous radiocactivity on this claim is in a pit 2 feet deep where a
reading of 1,2 MR/hr was obtained. A weak anomaly was found LO to 50
feet below the summit of a small hill in the southern part of claim A-6,
This may be anomaly No., 145 discovered by U. S. Geological Survey air-
borne reconnaissance. Magnitude of the anomaly is about 0,03 MR/hr
and it tends to follow the topographic contour at an altitude of 5,220
feet. This anomaly is very close to the same stratigraphic intervaln
occupied by the anomaly on claim A-1. The anomaly is in a light brown,
fine- to medium-grained, poorly consolidated sandstone that caps the

hill. No visible mineralization was found associated with this anomaly,

An estimate of ore reserves is not feasible at this time,
PRESENT STATUS, EXPLORATION AND DEVELOPMINT

Except for the discovery pits and the rotary drill holes drilled
to validate claims, no development or other sork has been done on the
proverty.

A check of several of the rotary drill holes, reported to have
been drilled to a depth of 50 feet, showed no radicactivity in the
cuttings.

MINING AND MILLING EQUIPMiNT AND OTHER FACILITiES
There are no facilities, buildings, or equipment on the property.
PROPOSED AXPLORATION

As proposed in the application, the 1l claims in the A ané B
Ciaim groups are to be explored by 250 auger or rotary drill holes
and by some core drilling in the rdtary or auger holes where warranted,
A grid pattern with a spacing of 200 by 200 feet blankets each group
of claims, alloﬁing 1l holes to all claims exceot A-5, which has 21,
or a total of 202 holes in the primary grid. The additional 18 holes
proposed are for offsets at 50 to 100 feet spacing. Drilling depth
is estimated to vary from 20 to 50 feet or an average of 32 feet
for the holes. In all, the apnlicant proposes to drill a total of
12,000 feet of auger or rotary holes in the primary and offset
drilling program and an additional 2,000 feet of core drilling for
detailed information on any mineralized holes of the prima?y grid

and offsets,

CONCLUSIONS

"hile the claims of the A and B groups are in a mineralized
stratigranhic interval of the Wasatch formation, the evidence of
mineralization is not sufficient to warrant a government loan for
exploration at this time. The lack of anomalies or other indications
of mineralization on the 3B Claims reouires that additional prospecting
is necessarf before it is possible to logically nlan exvloration of
the groun. Of the three anomalies found in the A Group on the A-i,
A-li, and A-6 claims, that on the A-lL is the most promisinz., The
anomaly is the largest of the three in extent and it is nossible that a

relatively small amount of dozer work or shallow drilling may result in

i1,
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sufficient evidence of disseminated-type mineralization to wa»rant
exoloration. Also, the applicant should do the small awount that would
he required to determine the type and roughly the extent of the other
anomalies,

The proverty has not “een adequately prospected and acditional
geologic information which can be easily ohtained at little expense
to the arplicant is necessary before any logical program of exoloration
can be planned.

RECOMM NDATIONS

It is recommended that the apolication be denied without pre judice
pending submission by the anplicant of additional information or
evidence that anomalies on the A sroup, as well as newly discovered

anomalies on other claims, do warrant investigation with DMEA

assistance.

The applicant proposes to drill in excess of 250 holes to an
average depth of 20 feet to 50 feet. The obJective of the program is
to test a favorable section of the Wasatch formation of Eocene age.

The present drilling plan is based on a 200 foot grid pattern, which
will explore the "A™ claims (A-1 thru A-8) in Section 3, T. 42 N.,

75 W. and Sections 34 and 35, T. 43 N., R. 75 W., and the "B" claims
(n 1 thru B-6) in Sections 16, 17, and 20, T. 44 N., R. 75 W..in the
Pumpkin Buttes district.

Although the operator has laid great stress on the signifi-
cance of radiometric anomalies on his property, a review of U.S.G.S.
Circular 338 indicates that only one visible uranium occurrence was
found on the Ruby and Ostlund claims. All of the localities of high
radioactivity on the "A" group claims were discovered by A.E.C. air-
borne equipment. None of these “highs“ were identified by visible
uranium minerals. On the "B" group claims, one radioactive anomaly
was discovered by U.S.G.S.. airborne equipment, but no uranium minerals
were observed. Locality No. 12 is either improperly ‘numbered or its
location is not correctly defined in Circular 338. According to Plate
2, Circular 338, it is located in Section 17, not in Section 12 as
specified on p. 4. Allowing that the map is correct, it should be
noted that No. 12 is a sample of selected material and not a channel
sample. The applicant's claims are in & known mineralized district,
but our present information is not conclusive evidence that the pro-
posed project is geologically Jjustified.

I recommend this application be referred to the Field Team
for an examination and a report of their investigation.

In accordance with Mr. E. W. Thorson's request, I made
a preliminary examination of a mnumber of lode mining claims in
the Pumpkin Buttes area, Campbell County, Wyoming. I examined
twenty-four claims in all. Twenty of the claims had been located
by Mr. Dale Ruby, (marked in yellow on the attached maps), and
four had been located by John C. and Axel R. Ostlund, (marked in
blue on the attached maps.)
