Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. ‘

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or ‘“value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1%%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ( $10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

“(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

Description.of the Work

General Provisions

The work consists of exploration by non-core drilling to test
the sandstone lenses of the Wasatch formation of Eocene age. The loca- -
tion of the work is indicated on the map (Figure 2) referred to in

Three separate sandstone lenses exposed on the property con-
tain zones of color change from buff or gray to red, which are con-
sidered favorable for uranium deposition.

(¢) Basis for computation—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. '

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(11%%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operatlons, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such defaulﬁas
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for_ breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneyS*con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;

but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing
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in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for thé preservation of the Government’s right to
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government’s rights to royalty as provided in Article 6
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, and in accordance with good mining
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a).

(b) Govermment may inspect.—The Operator shall-consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections. '

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator’s final report has been rendered, the Government' may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records
of the Operator.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers —The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (8) a Narrative Report of the work performed
during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to. costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-

“tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering

evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such as

copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other
disposition of production.
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(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(c) Bastis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; exzcept, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the

Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the ‘“gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commermally mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-

- grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on. the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. ““Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-

‘ ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,

whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:
One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
| per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.
\ (For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
| (11%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)
\ (f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
ivided in this Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Governmeut further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.

The examining team concludes that geologic conditions on
the subject property are favorable enough to justify DMEA partici-
pation in a revised two-stage drilling project consisting of a
total of 61 holes at an estimated total cost of $5,822.50.

It is recommended by the examining team that Stage II

_ drilling be on not less than 50-foot centers. The applicant

directs attention that AEC drilling on the property on 50-foot
centers failed to find the small, pod-like ore bodies. The
examining team, however, points out that 50-foot offset holes
should indicate the potential of any particular mineralized area.

I agree with the examining team that the property merits

additional exploration, and I recommend approval of the modest
project as outlined in the field examination report.

I have reviewed the report of examination,vHarlan D. Fowler,
DMEA Docket 4026, dated March 1 and received in this Office March 9.

I have also discussed it with Joseph O. Hosted, Washlngton representa-
tive of the Atomic Energy Commission.

The applicant proposed to explore the Wasatch formation on
his Box group of claims by 21,000 feet of drilling, 200 feet of

drifting, and 15,000 cubic yards of bulldozing, at a total estimated
cost of $20,900.

The DMEA examining team indicated that exploration for
additional ore in the red sandstone horizon containing the known

ore bodies is warranted, but did not feel that the proposed project
was justified; therefore, they recommend an exploration program
consisting of 6,950 feet (61 holes) of dry drilling at an estimated

cost of $5,822.50, “with Government participation at 75 percent or
$h’ 366 68.

The Box claims, in the.southern part of the Powder River Basin,
are in the lower part of the Wasatch formation which is approximately
300 feet thick in this area. This is also an area which contains
partly red to red sandstone lenses interbedded with drab claystone
and siltstone. Specifically a color change is presgnt in sandstone
lenses’ﬁnderlying Box claims 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 10, and 11, as indicated
on the accompanying map (fig. 2).

The color change is present in three separable sandstone units

There is no geologic evidence to justify the entiré exploration
program proposed by the applicant. Significant uranium deposité
in the Powder River Basin have been found only in the sandstone
lenses of the Wasatch formation and more specifically at the contact
between red and lighter coloredAparts of individudl sandstone lenses.

Geologiglgapping and previous drilling (fig. 2) indicate‘that
red sandstone does not lie, at a reasonable depth at least, beneath
the Box 1, g, §, and 9 claims included in the exploration program
proposed by the applicant. The results of probing by the applicant

of 18 holes drilled on these four claims, shows considerable anomalous





radioactivity. These holes were drilled in the summer of 1954 and

were not probed until October 1955, thus there is a strong pfobability
that many of the applicant's Babbel counter readings result from
contamination of the holes in the interval between drilling and
probing. According to the A, E, Ce much of the ahomalous radioactivity
they found was ngﬁ rela?gd to uranium and only th:ge of the holes
drilled by them on the Box 1, 2, 8, and 9 claims were mineralized.

They contained a2 maximum of between O.9§ and O.Q? percent U308

over narrow thicknesses.

The examining team, for the reasons outlined above, considers
that drilling on the Box 1, 2, 8, and 9 claims must be considered
as blind prospecting without geologic justification, Exploration
on these four claims is not recommended.

The Box 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 10, and 11 claims are underlain in part
by sandstone lenses and more particularly colof contacts between
red and 1light colored sandstone (fig. 2). Three separate sandstone
lenses, in part red, have been mapped by Sharp as shown on figure 2.
The strat-digraphic interval between the top of the upper lens and
the bottom of the lower one is estimated to be about 125 feet.

No ore has been found on the Box claims in either the upper
or lower red sandstone lens, the middle lens being the ore horizon
in the pits on the Box 4 and 5, and Box 10 claims. /

The firsyggtage of the program proposed by the examining team
is designed principally to explore for the northward and eastward
continuation of the middle red sandstone lens and more particularly

to explore on the Box claims nos. 3, 4, 10, and 11 (fig. 2) for

ore deposits. Stage II holes should be drilled no _closer than
within 59=feet of any'previously drilled hole and should be approved
by DMEA before drilling. Lithologic and radiometrig/}ogs should be
prepared by the applicant and no hole should be considered completed
untillsuch logs are submitted to DMEA.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Ore deposits on the Box claim group of the applicant are related
to contacts between red and light colored parts of sandstone lenses
in the Wasatch formation. Three red sandstone lenses have been
mapped by Sharp as shown on figure 2, Oré has been mined from the
middle lens and exploration fof additional ore is believed wa:ranted
in the area north and northeast of the pit on the Box 4 and S claims,

The ore potential of the area is not large and ore bodies with

500 to 1,000 tons of ore containing about 0.20 percent U308 are the ol

maximum size that may be expected. Although drilling on 25~foot,
or less, centers may be necessary to block out ore, drilling on
200-foot centers should delineate favorable areas and 50-foot offset
holes should clearly indicate the potential of any particular
mineralized area.

Government participation in a program of exploration estimated

to cost $5,822.50 is recommended.

I have reviewed the attached application dated
October 17, 1955, of Harlen D. Fowler, Converse County, Wyo. The
application was received in this office on October 24, 1955. It
has been discussed with Joseph O. ﬁosted, Washington representative
of the Atomic Energy Commission. .

The applicant has requested DMEA participation in uranium
exploration on 6 clsims located in the.Powder River Basin, Converse
County, Wyo. The proposed project consists of (1) 21,000 feet of
drilling at 65 _cents per foot, (2) about 200 feet.of drifting, with
considersble timbering, at $25 per foot of drift, and (3) removal
of 15 ,000 cubic yards of overburden at 15 cents per cubic yard. The
total estimated cost of the program is 320,900.

The ore bodies in the Beisun- River Basin are usually found
in pods and are of relatively high grade. The unit costs listed in
the application for drilling, drifting, and bulldozing appear to be
reasonable. Since July 30, 1955, the applicant has shipped 380 tons
of uranium ore to the Edgemont, S. Dak., buying station from claims
adjoining those for which DMEA participation is requested.

We recommend that the application be sent to the field
team and that they be requested to consult with D. L. Everhart, Act-
ing Chief, Denver Exploration Branch, Atomic Energy Commission.

The applicant controls the Box Group of Claims, Nos. 1
through 11 in sec. 1, T. 35 N., R. 72 W., Converse County, ,
Wyoming. He proposes to explore Box claims 1, 2, 3, 4, 8, and 9
with a total of 21,000 feet of rotary drilling, the cost of the
drilling estimated at 65 cents per foot. He also proposes 200
feet of drifting and some bu.lldozing, the total cost of the
contract to aggregate $20,900.00. ‘

The applicant directs attention to the fact that -some
Box claims were previously drilled by the AEC and the Loma Uranium
Company, and notes that although AEC holes ‘were only 50 feet apart -
some ore pods were migsed only to be “found by later drilling by -
the applicant, some of the latter holes being only 10 feet apart.
He states that 380 tons of ore have been shipped from pods found
in Box claims 5 and 10, and has submitted records confirming the
shipment of 180. 0,05 wet tons, the total payment he received from
those shipments aggregating $l, 50T lle = o 0L

- I can find no ﬁz:gecords in our files on the Bo:'c claims
property. Mr. Joe Hosted of the AEC states that the Commission
drilled on the property during the summer of l95'+ and that as of
September of that year incomplete assay reports from the drilling
suggested an indicated _ore reserve of 96 tons and an inferred
reserve of 192 tons, the grade of the reserves being estimated at

0.1h% U30g.

From the information on hand it would appear that Box
claims ore bodies are small and of shallow depths. If drilling
on 50-foot centers by the Commission failed to find all of the ore
pods it is questionable if DMEA drilling on wider-spaced centers
would be too effective. If the pods are so small that drilling
on 10- to 15-foot centers is necessary one_ cannot help but wonder
if the amount “of ore that may be found is not too slight to
warrant the exploratlon _brogram.





As the applicant's property is producing and obviously
has some merit, it is recommended that the application be referred
to the field for a field examination. The Field Team should request
the applicant to submit to them copies of a map showing the location
of holes drilled by the AEC and the Loma Uranium Company, and the
information gained from that drilling as these data will be needed
in evaluating the property. Personnel in the AEC office in Denver
should elso be consulted as they undoubtedly have additional ‘
information on the Box property.

To supvly you with some of the data so you may be
able to evaluate the results I am enclosing a2 map vrepared
by the Americen Uranium Co. in which the AEC holes are in-
cated., This comovany formerly owned the Box Claims I now
have, Last month we probed these holes with the results
indicated in pencil notations.Also are located the approx-
imate positions of the several mining operations now under
way. Inasmuch as we are seeking DMEA for only claims 1,2,
3,4,8 and 9, there would not,afly point in supolying a1l
the data, except to say neariy all of them show very small
radioactivity or mineralization., However, we ar8 not dis-
couraged by this condition and will continue to exvlore
the area we are now working in,

Since making the original apnlic~tion we have moved
into Claim #4 in which we have drilled our own holes and
found mineralization despité the extensive AEC drilling
records to the contrary.

I have no map of the drilling conducted by the Loma
Uranium Company, but I am sure it was done entirely within
the area reserved to us, particular in Claim #6.Again, the
fesults were not encouraging,

If weather permits I expect to be in Grand Junctioen
the forepart of next week, then vroceed to Douglas,Wyo,
where I may remain for a week or ten days.

ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached
Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed therein.
The project work is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits of the commodity designated above.
The Operator shall begin the work on or before ... , and, subject to the
provisions of Article 7 and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within ....._. 3 ......... months from the date
of the contract.

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot
of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as specified in
‘Exhibit A. '%e estimated total cost of the project work is $§ SL000 .. Ggyernment will
contribute .__.2¥__ percent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed, not exceedmg $ ......... o e SO )
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(c) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any rlght or obligation thereunder
without the written consent of the Government.

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator’s

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing
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in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s right to
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government’s rights to royalty as provided in Article 6
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c¢) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, and in accordance with good mining
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a).

(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator’s final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work
performed prior to the date of this contra¢t. The Government may make payments for the account of
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records
of the Operator.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed
during the reporting period.including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(¢) Final report—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such as

copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other
disposition of production.
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(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

" (c) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. '

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov- -
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

.(e) Percentages of royalty—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“‘gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (31%4) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.
