The highe8t grade of 
two shii*nents from the property was 0.09 percent U30g. According 
to the examining geologist no geologic evidence was found that 
would indicate an increase in grade with depth. A further signif-
icant factor is that no commercial uranium deposits are known in 
the area in a stnrflr geologic environment. 


The examining team conclude that DMFJ participation in 
exploration on the property would not be justified.

SUMMARY 


The subject property consists of 15 wipatented mining claims 


and 1,1489.52 acres of Wyoming State land, leased for uranium 


prospecting. No exploration has been done on the leased land. 


The mining claims are underlain principally by a pink medium-


to coarse-grained Precambrian granite. 


Veins of quartz and hematite, with lesser amounts of chlorite, 


pyroxene and pyrite fill many small fractures and shears in the

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granite. The width of the major shear zone ranges from 1 inch to 


2 feet and averages about 6 inches • The applicant has dug trenches 


and sunk a small shaft on the largest exposed, and only radioactive, 


vein on the property. The chemical analysis of a 2-foot channel 


sample cut across the vein in the area of highest radioactivity 


showed O.O6j. percent U3o8. 


According to AAEC records, production from the mine totalled 


lb.5 tons of material containing 0.08 percent U308. The applicants 


stated that the produced material was hand ..picked during the 


mining operations. 


There is no indication of uranium enrichment with depth, and 


no uranium deposits, in a similar geologic environment, are known 


to exist in the area.

The claims have been filed partly on Government-owned land. 


All of the claims in secs. 19 and 20 are on homestead land, patented 


without mineral rights.

GEOLOGY AND MINERAL DEPOSITS 


The Albany claims, in, the Laramie Mountains of southeastern 


Wyoming, are underlain principally by a pink, medium- to coarse. 


grained Precambrian granite. One basic igneous dike, probably 


Precambrian in age, was observed on the claims. 


Pwo sets of well-developed mineralized fractures are present 


in the granite. The principal set, which consists of one major 


fracture or shear zone and numerous smaller parallel fractures, 


strikes N. 350 to 140° E., and dips 83° SE to vertically. This 


set is sporadically exposed in the centers of Albany claims 


Nos. 1, 1g., 5, and 7, and has a total length of at least 14,500 


feet (fig. 3).

CONCLUSIONS AND REC0IiMENflATI0NS 


For reasons as follows, it is concluded that an exploration 


program would not disclose significant uranium deposits: 


(1)Only one small portion of the quartz-hematite veins 


exposed on the property appears to contain uranium mineralization. 


(2)The mineralization which consists of secondary uranium 


minerals coating fracture surfaces in the vein and surrounding 


granite, is very low grade and there is no evidence to indicate 


that the grade will increase at greater depths. 


(3) No commercial uranium deposits in a similar geologic 


environment are known to occur in the Laramie Mountains. 


It is recommended that the application for D4EA. assistance 


be denied.
