Dakote Wyoming Uranium Company; Incorporated, Lehr, North Dakota,
has applied to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for assist-
ance in exploration of the Fox et al. claims groups and leased deeded
land for uranium. These claims and leased land are in secs. 29, 30, 31,
and 32 and secs. 11, 12, 13, 15, 17, 18, 19, 21, 22, 23, 27, and 28,

T. 37 N., R. 72 W., 6th principal meridian, Converse County, Wyoming.
Exploration of the property was proposed on the basis of geologic favor-
ability of the ﬁasafch formation as a host rock for uranium ore deposits.
The applicant has proposed a two-stage program of non-core rotary drill-
ing consisting of a total of 50,000 feet of drilling at a total estimated
cost of $37,590.00.

?he.property was examined July 10, 1957, by William N. Sharp,
geologist, U. S. Geologiéal Survey, and E. O. Binyon, mining engineer,

U. S. Bureau of Mines. C. J. Humphrey, the company representative, ac-
companied the team on the examination.

Although the property is underlain by the Wasatch formation, the
formation within the property area does not exhibit the geologic features

considered as favorable for uranium deposition. That part of the property






covered by the claims groups is witg}n the "red sandstone zone"; how-
ever, this feature alone is not indicative of favorability of the sand-
stone as a host for uranium deposits. It is doubtful that a significant
discovery of uranium would be found on the property, and therefore a

denial of the applicaiion is recommended.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The five claim groups, the Fox, Mill, Ore, Call, and Odd claims, are
in secs. 29, 30, 31, and 32, and the leased lands cover a part of secs.
11, 12, 13, 15, 17, 19, 21, 22, 23, 27, and 28, all in T. 37 N., R. 72 W.,
6th principal meridian, Converse County, Wyoming (fig. 1). To reach
the property from Douglas, Wyoming, take U. S. hiéhways éO and 87 toward
Casper, go 2.8 miles to the Orpha road, turn right and continue for 18
miles to a junction with the Highland Loop road, turn right onto the
Highland Loop road and continue for 15.8 miles to the Carl Manning ranch
which is on a part of the property. The approximate center of the claim
group is 2-1/4 miles due south of the ranch and the nbrthernmost parcel

of leased land is due east and about 2 miles distant from the ranch.
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Douglas, Wyoming, a railpoint on the Chicago, Burlington, and
Quincy and the Chicago and Northwestern railroads is the nearest sizeable‘
commnity and a center for labor, small supplies, and equipmgnt.

rangén; from about 4,950 to about 5,300 feet. There are no outstanding
topographic features. The land surface in the vicinity of the property
is gently rolling terrain incised in the high land areas by steep walled
guiligs. Relief in a few places marked in part by prominent cut banks
is abrupt and may be as much as 200 féet. Major drainage of the area
flows north and northwest through wide valleys to join the Dry Fork of
the Cheyenne River. |

The climate is moderate in summers and_fairly severe in winters,
typical of the north central plains. Blizzard conditions are not un-
common and outside operations mey be difficult if not impossible for
short periods. During the spring the snow and rainfall ﬁay make travel
over the dirt roads extremely difficult.

There is no electric power on the property. Water for drilling or
small mine use would have to be obtained from stock reservoirs or from
the ranches. Vegetation consists predominantly of grasses, sage, and

cacti. Along the creeks there is some growth of cottonwood trees.





HISTORY, PRODUCTION, AND OWNERSHIP

The property has notjhistory and has had nocjproduction.

PRESENT STATUS

Work on the property is limited to a very small cut on the Call
No. 1 claim, five shallow holes drilled around the anomalies and cut
on this claim and a few holes drilled on the Mill No. 10 claim. The
anomaly: and cuttings from the drill holes were checked with a counter;
the reading ranged from 0.02 tb§2f07 mr per hour as reported in the
application.

A rotary drill and a coﬁpressor were the only pieces of equipment

on the property.
GEOLOGY

The Powder River Basin in northeastern Wyoming is a physiographic
as weil as a structural basin, bounded by the Bighorn Mountains and the
Laramie Range on the west and souﬁh and by the Biack Hills and Hartville
uplift on the east. The basin is underlain predominantly by the Wasatch
formation of Eocene age. The Fort Union formation of Paleocene age
underlies the Wasatch formation and crops out around the periphery of
the Basin.

The Wasatch formation is a sequence, about 500 to 1,000 feet thick
in the southern Basin, of flat-lying élaystone and siltstone beds which
are interbedded with randomly spaced sandstone lenses. Coal and carbon-

aceous shale beds are also numerous.





The amount of sandstone in the formation is much greater in the
centef of the basin than at the margins. This change in predominant’
vlithology from the center to the mﬁrgxn enébles the Wasatch to be di-
vided into two facies (fig. 2). Around the margin of the basin the
formation is characterized by—gray claystone and siltstone and numerous
coal and carbonaceous shale beds. Sandstone lenses are few and are
generally inconspicuous.

In the central part of the basin the formation is characterized by
. much sandstone in the form of broad lenses and narrow channel-fillings.
Sandstone in this facies constitutes as much as one-third of the formation.

The éandstone of the Wasatch formation in the Powder River Basin
is generally drab, yellowish-gray to yellowish-brown but sandstone units
in a zone along the axis of the basin are commonly to predominantly red-
dish, pink and grayish-red. Not all the sandstones within this area
are red; many lenses are red only in part and some are entirely drab.
Where it is found in a lens, the red tint affects a large continuous
mass of the rock; it does not occur aé isolated splotches of color. The
contact of red color within any partly red sandstone lens is generally
very sharp but irregular in plen and cross section. The contacts are
generally convex into the drab sandstone. Lobes and large arms of red
color extending into drab sandstone are common contact features.

The restrictive occurrence of reddish sandstone in a definite
portibn of the Wasatch outecrop has suggested outlining a "re@vsandstone

zone," that is, the smallest continuous area which will contain all known
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outcrops of red sandstone. The boundary is developed by circumscribing
the mapped positions of all red sandstone occurrences as closely as
possible with a single smooth line.

The "red sandstone zone" thus delineated is about 7O miles long
and 5 to 20 miles wide. The‘long axis of the zone closely parallels
the axis of the basin. It extends from near Douglas, at the southern
edge of the basin, to several miles north of the Pumpkin Buttes in the
central part of the basin (fig. 2).

The uranium gégggits of the ﬁasatch formation are in sandstoqs units
in the "red,sggdstone zone." They are mostly in units that are only
partly red because the bulk'of the uraniumigdnerals in the deposits are
concentrated in the dr&bﬁéandstone at and close to red color contacts
and appear to form larger concentrations whefe the color contact is
highly irregular. Withoutlgxception, the major uraniu@ deposits that

have been mined in the basin are not only at a color change within a

: sandstone unit, but also very near the boundary of the red sandstone

zone in the basin (fig. 2).

The deposits éonsistulargely of yellow uranium minerals, tyuyamunite,
carnotite, uranophane, and locally liebigite that are disseminated in
the sandstone. At places they contain small masses 6f uraninite- and
pyrite-cemented sandstone, usually rimmed by thick halos of Yellow oxi-

dized minerals. The pyrite and uraninite appear to have been localized

by coalified wood fragments.






Black, sub-metallic nodules and irregular masses of manganese-oxides
-occur near and at the surface in many deposits. Some of these masses
also contain yellow uranium minerals. A few small deposits consist
almost entirely of such uraniferous mangenese-oxide concretions.

The land under lease and claim by Dakota-Wyoming Uranium Company
covers terrain underlain predominantly by the Wasatch formation although
Fort Union strata are exposed in a minor part (fig. 3). The part of the
property in the southwest corner of the township R covéred by the Mill,
Fox, Ore, 0dd, and Call claims, is within the "red sandstone zone" of
the Wasatch formation (fig. 3) , and is in part underlain by relatively
thick (10 to 30 feet) red sandstone units. The fact that red sandstones
are exposed is not ct;ns'idered sufficient reason for predicting an ore
deposit.

The red sandstone units exposed within the property boundaries cap
and outcrop along the flanks of a highland area and on several ridge
noses between gullies that drain the highland.

The red sands;zone units are apparently continuously red; that is,
no color contact or change ise exposed. With this i‘mndan1e111:a.1_.~ feature
missipg in the areas gf interest, no specific program for exploration
isa »feasible .

One small zone of "high" radiosctivity on the Call No. 1 claim
(fig. 3) has been exploi‘ed by a small shallow (3::'001;) shoveled pit, and
éeveral_shoveled holes 1' x 2' x 1' deep. A sx;xa.ll shc;wing ofﬁthinly

disseminated yellgg uranium minerals in clay mstrix is evident in the pit,






closely related to carbonaceous trash. The host unit for these "hot
spots" which are only moderate to weakly radioactive is a thin grayish-
brown, medium-grained sandstone lens. This thin lens underlies a thick
clay-coal sequeﬁce that in turn lies stratigraphically above the thick
red sandstone units of the general area. The thin drab sandstonevis
not extendable to thicker parts within the claims area nor is that part
which is exposed considered significant in terms of hidden ore grade
deposits. |

No other radiosctive zones or occurrences of ﬁranium minerals are
evident within the property area and nocfubsurface prospecting has been
doné except that mentioned in connection with the radi;éctive spots in

the thin drab sandstone.
ORE RESERVES
The property has no known ore reserves.
APPLICANT'S PROPOSED EXPLORATION PROGRAM

The applicant proposes to explore the Wasatch formation by a two-
stage‘non-core drilling program.

Stage I is to consist of 165 non-core holes, at an average depth
of 100 feet (without consideration of local relief) or a total drilling
footage of lé,SOO feet. The holes are to be spaceé on 1,000-foot centers,

evenly distributed over the property.






Under Stage II 33,500 feet are to be drilled on 50- and 100-foot
‘centers in favorsble areas disclosed by Stage I drilling. Estimated
cost of the entire program is $37,590.00.

Subject: Review of revised application

The applicant requests assistance in exploring by plug
drilling a large area, 3,200 acres, subject to lease and several
groups, 63 claims, of unpatented mineral claims.

In support of the application is a map showing three
so-called anomalies. Two of the anomalies, actually plotted as
spots, show .05 MR/Hr and one shows .07 MR/Hr. Drilling is said
to have been done around the anomalies with negative results.

Perhaps the large acreage is underlain by the oft times
uranium-bearing Fort Union-Wasatch rocks, and an examination may
be warranted, but, as presented, such is not the case.

Referral of the application to the Field Team for ap-

propriate action is recommended. If the Lux Group (4716) is
examined, the referenced acreage could be looked at on the same

trip.
