b. The location of any jrecrtou3 work and also the location and 
extent of the proposed work an 


c. The location and assay values of samples, supported by 
assay certificates, from the vein material; also, the location of 
readings and the recording data resulting from radioiitric testing 
on tho property. 


2. A narrative. report iving as much of the geology of the 
claim area as poscibic, for exariple, the type of rock in the 
hanging wall and. Lootwall of the vein or strata, and the thickness 
of the vein; also, the method by which you propose to explore, 
such as driftina, crosscutting, shafting, trenching, etc.
