Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's respon.sibiiity.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Independent contracts.—To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit "A" 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so performed; 
but if the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract requires the Government's 
approval thereof, payments under such contract will not be allowable costs unless the Government give 
its written approval of the contract. Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific an 
identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions of this 
exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its rights under 
this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected thereby. Regard-
less of the provisions of any such independent contract and regardless of the Government's approval 
thereof, the Government will participate in payments to the independent contractor only on account of 
work performed in accordance with the provisions .of this exploration project contract, and only to the 
extent that the Government deems the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be 
reasonable. 


(c) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—The estimated total allowable cost of the project, 
set forth in Exhibit "A," is the sum of $Q.QQ___________________________________________ 
The Government shall contribute 75. percent of the allowable costs as they are incurred in a total sum 
not in excess of 5Q,O - -----Provided, That until the Operator has 
rendered to the Government hisfinai report, and any final auditing required by the Government has been 
made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the ., Government may withhold from the last 
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voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the 
work or not in excess of the amount of the Government's contribution to the cost of property which is or 
may become subject to disposal as provided in Article 9(c), whichever is greater. The Government will 
make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 7(b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled. "Costs incurred" mean costs that have been paid or have 
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov-
ernment may make payments directly to independent contractors and suppliers for the account of the 
Operator rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs.—(a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" by categories as specified in this article. If any category or subcategory is 
omitted from the.estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory are not allowable. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any 
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the 
estimate of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses foii his own account 
without contribution by the Government


See Annex II. 
To the extent specified in this article or in Exhibit "A" the following categories, subcategories, and 


elements thereof are maximums; but if not so specified either here or in Exhibit "A" they are not maxi-
mums, and may be exceeded within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work: 


CATEGORY (1)—INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.—Work to be performed under independent contracts 
(see Article 4(b)). The estimated total amount of this category and the estimated cost of each unit of 
work for performance under an independent contract are maximums. See Annex II 


CATEGORY (2)—PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcateg.ory (a)—Supervision.—Al1 elements of this subcategory (number of supervisors, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)—Technical services.—Al1 elements of this subcategory (number of technicians, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcate gory (c)—Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)—OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.—Includes such items as drill bits and steel, 
explosives, fuel, pipe, power, small tools costing less than $50 each, timber, track. 


CATEGORY (4)—OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a) —RentaL—The number of each object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the 


rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour], and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcate gory (b)—Purchases.—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)—Depreciation.—All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 
CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRs.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of this category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maximum.
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CATEGORY (6) —NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS) 
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7)—MIScELLANE0uS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance, covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work) 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and• 
(4) Deferred payrnents.—Any costs incurred b.y the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the •full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is.approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reduction,s in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern -
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article . 8. See Annex II. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers, and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities,' or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period iñclud-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government cOnsiders that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it.is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means whatis or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percerdages of royalty.—The percentages of . the. Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1,4) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (11/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(1) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchase'rs.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and. shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be. 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to procluce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—A1l costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor, without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator 're disposaL—If within 90 days after the completion of the work orter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in it opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time 'have failed to 'achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may. be  
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. . 	 -' 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall, be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" i in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any Qther remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to beivetit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
generàl,beuefit '•

]escription of the Work 


General. Provisions 


The work consists of exploration by rotary 
drilling from the Surface to testy the uranium bearing 
sedimentary rooks of Tertiary Tepee Trail formation or 
conglomerate mater1l, and the underlying contact zOne 
of Precambrian granite. 


Drill hole sites and access roads thereto shall: 
be prepared with'a Model D-7 Caterpillar tractor or an 
equivalent siz8 unit of another make. 


Each hole shall be drilled non-core, dry if pos. 
sible, but wet if necessary, with a rotary drill through 
the sediments or rubble and not less than five feet nor 
more than 10 feet into the underlying granite, or to a 
maximum depth of 150 feet. Drilling depths are expected 
to range from 75 feet to 150 feet and average 100 feet. 
The minimum diameter of all drill holes shall be 3 inches. 
All holes shall be reamed and cased or cemented and re-
drilled as neces8ary. No payment shall be made for an 
incompleted drill hole. No hole shall be drilled closer 
than 100 feet to the outside boundary of the land described 
in ArtIcle 2. 


All cuttings and sludge shall be saved at each 
two-foot drilling interval and checked for radioactLvity, 
in such manner and by such methods as are approved by the 
Government. When radiometric readings exceed by four times 
the background count of the area, drill cuttings or sludge 
from each two-foot section of drill hole 8hall be split 
into halves, and one half of the material shall be analyzed 
chemically for uranium. The other half of the radioactive 
drill cuttings or sludge shall be properly boxed,'labeled, 
and stored, and furnished to the Oovernment upon request. 
All the remaining drill cuttings and sludge from each drill 
hole shall be properly boxed, labeled, and stored for the 
Government's inspection. At the completion of the project, 
upon Governmental approval, all stored samples may be 
disposed of by the Operator.







All drill holes shall be logged geologically and 
probed for radioactivity, and copies of each log shall be 
furnished to the Government with each copy of the Operator's 
monthly report. 


The method of all sampling is subject to the ap 
proval of the Government. Not more than 25 samples shall 
be analyzed chemically in either Stage I or Stage II. 


The location, direction, inclination, and extent 
of all work are subject to the approval of the Government. 


The projec.t shall be supervised at all times by 
a qualified geologist or mining engineer, who shall direct 
or perform the required surveying, mapping, sampling, drill 
hole logging, and prepare the reports required pursuant to 
the contract. 


The work i divided into two stages as set forth 
below. The Operator shall complete Stage I, and shall 
perform as much of the Stage II work as the Government 
approves in writing, in advance, either after completion 
of Stage I or concurrently. In the event the estimated 
footages are insufficient to reach a specified horizon in 
any Stage I hole, additional footage and cost may be trans-
ferred from Stage II, if approved in writing by the Govern-
ment. 


Stage I


The approximate locations of Stage I holes are 
indicated by an "I" on the attached map described in 
Annex I.


Prepare drill sites and access roads thereto, 
and drill 23 holes aggregating approximately 2,300 feet. 


Stage II


Prepare drill sites and access roads thereto, 
and drill not more than 2L1 holes aggregating not more 
than 2,!lOO feet of offset holes to any previously drilled 
holes that penetrated significant mineralization. Not 
more than four holes shall be drilled surrounding any 
previously drilled hole that penetrated significant miner-
alization, and these holes shall be spaced not less than 
100 feet apart.

COMMENTS ON LITTLE MO URANItJM MINE, COPPER MOUNTAIN

DISTRICT, FREMONT COUNTY, WYOMING. 


LOCATION.
Property is 23 miles northeast of Shoshoni by a good dirt road, 


Shoshoni is 23 miles from the AEC buying station at Riverton, by highway. 


TOPOGRAPHY.
The èlalms are located at the foot of Copper Mountain, the surface 


consisting of low rolling hills covered with sparse cedar trees and sage 
brush, with large granite boulders. The south slope of Copper Mountain, 
compàsed of nearly bare granite rises, abruptly immediately north of the 
mine. A small creek, with sufficient flow for camp use most of the year, 
flows off the mountain near this location. 


HISTORY.
Uraniumindications werediscovered by a local prOspector using 


a saddle horse and geiger counter. The claims were taken over by Little 
Mo Mining Co., a closed corporation composed of successful bentonite 
producers of northeastern Wyoming, an open pit mine was started and ship-
ments wer& started on March 1, 1955, the date on which the Receiving Station 
was opened. 


In sixteen months the shipments had totalled 2,L100 tons, averaging 
0.23% U308, according to information supplied by the company. The value 
of ore of this grade is approximately 4l9.00 in addition to the discovery 
bonus. Shipments have recently been increasing, )400 tons being delivered 
during the first three weeks of August, 1956. 


PROPERTY.
There are 33 lode mñing claims held under the U. S. and Wyoming 


Mining Laws with a total of approximately 6Lo acres. 3 claims carry 12% 
over-ride, 7 claims carryno over-ride, 23 claims including the producing 
mine, carry 7% over-ride. Title is good 


GEOLOGY.
Copper MOuntain which rises alOng the nOrth side of the property, 


is an uplift of pre-Cambrian granite having a present elevation above the 
basin, of two thousand to Three thousand feet, this uplift having occurred 
during the Laramide Revolution at the end of Cretaceous Time. The rising 
of other mountain ranges at this time resulted in the fo±mation of inland 
lakes into which sedIments were deposited from the surrounding mountains, 
these sediments being of Tertiary Age. 


The Wind River Basin received the sediments eroded from Copper 
Mountain, the Owl Creek Mountain, Wind River Range, and granite mountains 
along the sOuth, those of the most interest being the Eocene shales and 
sandstones of the Wind River formation. This has a total thiclmOss of 3800 
feet, containing near its middle a L5O foot zone In which commercial uranium 
deposits occur in at least ten different horizons.
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The Tertiary sedimentary rocks on the Little Mo property are classified 
by the U. S. Geological Survey at Tertiary tuff and equivalent Cuffaceous 
rocks of Upper Eocene age. These include shales, sandstones, and conglom-
Orates deposited on the flanks of the Copper Mountain uplift, and, in 
general, lie nearly flat, though there has been some minor faulting and 
folding. 


Following Eocene deposition the area was covered by Oligocene and 
Miocene deposition to a thickness of One thousand to three thousand feet, 
and containing great thicimesses of volcanic ash and tuff containing 
uraniumn sufficiOnt quantities so that the remnants of these beds still 
show traces of it. •These formations have been largely eroded away in this 
area, leaving the Upper Eocene and Eocene beds exposed. 


URANIUM DEPOSITION.
The theory accepted by the authorities for the 


occurence of uranium in commercial OoncOntrations S and quantities in the 
Tertiary beds is that it came from the overlying Oligocene and Miocene 
volcanic sedimeñtsby going into solution while these sediments were being 
eroded, and by percolating downward in solution in the surface water, 
and then migrating in ground water thrOugh channels in the porous sand-
stones and conglomerates, uranium salts being highly soluble in water. 


Uranium has an affinity f or carbonaceous material, is trapped by 
mud, and would have a tendency to deposit where the water became too highly 
charged to carry additional minerals. As a result uranium would accumulate 
in the sandstones and conglomerate where shale lenses were present, where 
there would be bends in the channels or where there would be trash pockets 
or beds of carbonaceous material. 


Above ground water level the uranium minerals would be secondary, 
at ground water both secondary and primary, and below that they would be 
primary minerals as a reducing condition would exist at ground water 
level which would convert them back to primary minerals. 


MINE MINERALOGY.
The tertiary rOcks at the Little Mo mine consist of 


arkose containing material derived from the granite on which they lie, 
this contact running east and west across the property for about two 
miles. This arkose resembles disintegrated granite so closely that it is 
fifficult to determine where the bas of the arkose Onds and the top of 
the granite begins, except that the arkose contains granite boulders, and 
some shale. 


The uranium minerals in the arkose are uran9phane with some meta-
autunite, secondary minerals. At the bottom of the arkose and in the 
disintegrated granite there are primary minerals coffinite and uraninite, 
and it appears that this horizon is higher in grade than that above. 


This set of geological conditions occurs over most of the property. 
Since it has not been drilled there is no way to set a limit on the extent 
of the ore occurence. It could be tremendous in an area of 610 acres. 


MIN ING.
The mine is an open cut about 600 feet long and with a maximum 


depth of about 25 feet. The surface has numerous big boulders, but they 
are not so plentiful in the mine face. The owners state that the thickness 
of the ore is from one foot to 20 feet, averag1ngfour to eight feet, with 
about three tons of overburden to each ton of ore.
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MINLNG COSTS.
Under these conditions the mining cost should be in the 


orderof about 45.0O per ton, with l.00 more for a drilling program, 
or a total of $6.00, which leaves a good margin of profit on $19.00 
ore. In mining the 2,L.00 tons of shipping ore that has been produced, 
the company has stockpiled about 5,000 tons of low grade ore which they 
report carries .07% to .09% 1J308, and which would have a value with 
a mill or upgrading plant. 


ORE TREATMENT.
This ore, with either the primary or secondary ore, 


should be amenable to the sulphuric leach process, the acid consumption 
should be low owing to the siliceous nature of the gangue. 


Uraniummilling combined with mining is more profitable than either 
one alone. There is another property two miles distant with a reported 
127,000 tons of ore drilled out, which would help to justify a mill here. 
Also there should be more ore deposits found along the granite-sedimentary 
contact, when prospected, on this property and on other properties. 


ORE RESERVES.
It is impossible to compute ore reserves from the present 


development, as the company has not drilled ahead of its face except for 
blasting, and except for one hole they report as about 25 feet ahead of 
the face that did not ±each the bottom of the ore but still got a 
considerable thickness. 


They report a shipment of ore from a shallow cut abOut Loo feet 
south of the operating pit, which would make the exposure 1000 feet long 
if continous to that poing, and they report an exposure about 1000 feet 
to the west, but we can not assume an area 1000 by 1000 feet without more 
confirmation. 


If the 600 feet face has four feet of ore, the thnnage would be 
approximately 10,000 tons for each 50 feet, or 5O,000 tons f or 250 feet, 
or less than four acres. Withthe surface rocks the same over most of 
their 6Io acres, the ore reserves could well be enormous, but they are 
impossible of prediction. 


DRILLING.
To go into large scale mining it would bénecOssary to carry 


on a driling program on which to plan a mining program. A grid of widely 
spaced holes over the property should be combined with a grid of holes on 
50 foot centers to define the immediate ore body. Considering the nature 
of the material such drilling would probably cost about 3.00 a foot, or 
l.O0 per ton of ore mined. Generally cores can not be recovered, so 


dry rotary drilling should be used, the holes probed, with enough coring 
to calibrate the probe. The ore is understood to be in balance except it 
the base, where the chemical is about double the radio-metric assay. 


EQ,U I PMENT.
The mine has wquipment in fine condition adequate to carry out 


its present program. A list will be attached. Production Loo tons already 
this month. 


CONCLUSIONS.
This is a mine operating at a profit on good ore, with

URANIUM OCCURRENCES IN TEE COPPER MOUNTAIN AREA

FREMONT COUNTY,. WYOMING

INTRODUCTION 


During the fall of 1955 the Atomic EnOrgy Commission conducted 


detailed geologic reconnaissance along the southern flank of Copper 


Mountain, Fremont County, 1yoming. Copper Mountain is part of the 


Owl Creek Mountain Range, which in part forms the northern edge of 


the Wind River Basin. Cedar Ridge, a prominent fault escarpment, is 


included in the described area. The topography consists of low, 


rounded knolls lying between the steep, rugged escarpments of Cedar 


Ridge and Copper Mountain. (Fig. .1, Copper Mountain Area) 


Prospecting of this area has been active since the discovery of 


uranium in the Gas Hills during 1953. Numerous occurrences of uran-


ium have been reported and considerable exploration work has been 


done. One mine has operated since March, 1955. Several ore ship-


ments have been made from another claim, hut mining attempts have 


been unsuccessful on at least three other properties. 


ROCK FORMATIONS 


The formations exposed in this locality are: Precambrian schist 


and gneiss intruded by pink granite; Tertiary sedimentary rocks; and 


recent alluvium and gravels. Several inliers of Paleozoic and 


Mesozoic rocks occur in the western part of this area. 


The Tertiary sedimentary rocks in this area consist of the Wind 


River formation of early Eocene age and a sequence of andesitic 
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tuffaceous and equivalent non-tuffaceous. rocks of middle and late 


Eocene and possibly early Oligocene age. The Wind River formation 


is divided into the Lysite and Lost Cabin members. This formation 


contains continental beds with a very coarse, conglomeratic facies 


in the basin. The conglomerate of the Lysite member has been derived 


mostly from erosion of upper Paleozoic and Mesozoic rocks and is 


intertongued with fine-grained units. Some of these intertongued 


fine-grained rocks in the Lost Cabin member are tuffaceous. The 


conglomerate of the Lost Cabin member is more widespread and contains 


Precambrian and lower Paleozoic debris. 


Separated from the Wind River formation by the Cedar Ridge fault 


are the andesitic tuffaceous rocks, consisting of about 1000 feet of 


tuffs, ash, tuffaceous limestone, siltstcnes, and conglomerates. 


The Quaternary sediments locally consist of gravels capping 


pediments and sands deposited as stream alluvium. 


S TRUCTIJRE 


At the end of Precambrian time, rocks of the Rocky Mountain 


Region were eroded to an approximate peneplain. Invasion of the area 


by epi-continental seas daring Paleozoic and Mesozoic eras was 


followed by a broad uplift and mountain building from late Cretaceous 


time to the close of the Eocene epoch. Erosion of the uprising 


mountain masses and the explosive volcanism which accompanied the 


mountain building supplied the sediments which filled the basins. 


The Cedar Ridge fault, which is intimately associated with the 


long narrow McComb anticline, forms an easterly trending ridge several 
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miles long. This steeply dipping fault is donthrown probably several 


thousand feet on the north side, 


Between the Cedar Ridge fault and the Precambrian rocks are 


numerous associated easterly trending and secondary northerly trending 


faults forming several grabens and horsts in the Tertiary strata. 


The steeply dippng Paleozoic and Mesozoic formations are complexly 


faulted.


URANIUM DEPOSITS 


Uranium minerals have been found in Precambrian granite, Pre-


cambrian granite debris, Wind River sandstone, Tertiary tuffaceous 


rocks, and in recent conglomerate. All known uranium occurrences in 


this area are be ween the crest of Copper Mountain and the Cedar Ridge 


fault. The deposits range in size from numerous traces of uranium 


minerals to a fe significant ore bodies. 


Uranium minerals identified in the area are uranophane, urano-


spinite, urariinite, meta-autunite, schroeckingerite, coffinite, and 


becquerelite, 


Uranophane s the main uranium mineral in the Precambrian granite. 


Small, spotty st ins of this yellow, non-fluorescent uranium mineral 


are found in tig t, fractured zones within several feet of the surface. 


These are usuall limited in width and depth to a few feet. 


In the Prec mbrian granite debris, uranophane occurs with small 


amounts of coffi ite, uraninite, and meta-autunite as streaks, coat-


ings, and interg anular fillings. Weathering and ground water action 


have altered muc of the feldspar and biotite in the granite to 


kaolin and chlorte. The alteration has made this rock more permeable 
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and apparently more susceptible to mineral deposition. The Little 


Missouri Mine is an example of this type of deposit. 


The tu.ffaceous Tertiary series is host to several types of uran-


ium minerals. Meta-autunite, an apple-green, brightly fluorescent 


uranium mineral, occurs as fracture fillings, blebs and streaks in 


the richly bentonity mudstone layers. There are also specks and 


streaks of this mineral in the arkosic sandstone layers of this series. 


Green, highly fluorescent schroekingerite occurs as pellets of flaky 


crystals. These occurrences found at or near the surface are small 


in size. 


Mineral concentration in the tuffaceous Tertiary series has been 


found at depths of frnm 80 to 100 feet by drilling. The deposits in 


the unoxidized zone are in a gray, sandy to muddy siltstone. The 


Siltstone is interbedded with gray, very coarse-grained, arkosic sand-


stone and occurs 15 to 30 feet above the basement granite. The uran-


ium mineral has not been identified. Deposits of this type hold 


considerable promise for production of a substantial tonnage of 


uranium ore. 


Mineral concentration in the ind River formation is confined 


to very spotty occurrences of becquerelite and meta-autunite along 


the Cedar Ridge fault scarp. Numerous lenses of radioactive carbon -


aceous shale are found in the Tertiary formations. These are small 


and are very low in grade.
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ORIGIN AND CONTROL OF TI DEPOSITS 


Mineralization in the Tertiary rocks has been influenced in 


the Copper Mountain area by structure, rock permeability, and rock 


type. Most of the mineralized localities lie within two belts that 


coincide with ancient valleys in the pre-Tertiary surface of the 


Precambrian granite. Significant subsurface uranium deposits are 


found at the junction of these two belts. Below the jundtion a 


horst of Wind River strata blocks the old valley and may have acted 


as a barrier to the uranium bearing solutions carried by the ground 


or subsurface waters. (Fig. 2, Ineerred trends of uranium minerali-


zation) 


This suggests to the writer that the channels in the ancient 


valleys controlled the uranium deposition. It appears that frac-


turing in the Tertiary rocks blocked or otherwise influenced the 


flow of uranium-bearing waters. 


In some areas the Precambrian granite bedrock is well mineral-


ized. The degree of weathering has a direct bearing on the grade 


of the mineralization as the well decomposed granite is often com-


pletely impregnated with uranium mineral. Jointing may have pro-


vided permeability in the granite. 


It is inferred that the uranium present in very small quantities 


in the granite was released into ground water during the erosion of 


granites and deposited in the Tertiary rocks. Tuffaceous rocks 


formerly covered this region, but an uranu origin from granites 
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rather than tuffs is favored in this locality because a limited 


area is affected instead of the widespread area that the tuffs 


once covered. The ore grade mineral concentrations are all adjacent 


to the granite Precambrian rocks, not the dark schists and gneisses. 


In the Copper Mountain area the favorable localities are those 


where old valley trends in the Precambrian granites underlie frac-


tured areas in the Tertiary rocks. Surface indications of uranium 


mineralization may be sparse, even in very favorable areas. There 


appears to be little direct relationship between the spotty mineral-


ization on the surface and ore found at depth by drilling. 


Other areas in the region showing similar relationships between 


granites and sandstone rocks containing faults and folded structures 


should be favorable for uranium deposits. Selected areas can be 


rapidly evaluated by aerial radiometric reconnaissance and ground 


checks. Linear trends in the area appear to be of particular signi-


ficance.

) (a) Some drilling has been conducted on the land and shows areas of mineralization. 
Exploration drilling has been by wagon drill which does not prove satisfactory 
in drilling holes over 20 feet deep as the fonnation to be drilled is a granite 
debris with boulders of all sizes surrounded by fines. The work that has been 
done is accessible for examination. Drilling was by Little Mo Mining, Inc., 
with their own equipment. 


Little Mo Mining, Inc., has been mining uranium ore from the Arrowhead No. 1

Ore Reserves 


The Field Team did not comment on the quality 
and efficiency of the work performed by the Operator. 
However, the Operator furnished a satisfactory final 
report and, also, monthly reports, except that no 
ore reserve calculations were furnished in the 
reports. Under Stage 1, 20 rotary. non-core holes 
were drilled, aggregating 2,686 feet, to an average 
depth of 13k feet, and under Stage II, 8 rotary 
non-core holes were drilled, aggregating 900 feet, 
to an average depth of 112.5 feet. Hard, loose 
granite boulders and associated material made drill-
ing slow and costly. An average of six three-cone, 
roller-type rock bits were required to finish each 
hole. Drilling was dry where it was possible to use 
compressed air to collect drill cuttings, but it was 
necessary to use water In parts of some holes to 
collect drill cuttings. Drill cuttings were 
collected at 2-foot intervals. The holes were 
logged geologically and probed for radioactivity. 


The project was established to explore for 
uranium-bearing ore in the sedImentaryrocks of the 
Tertiary Tepee Trail formation or conlomerate 
material and the underlying contact zone of Pre-
cambrian granite,underlyIn the property. Uranium 
ore was being mined from an open pit on the adjoin-
ing Arrowhead No. 1 claim before the DIVIEA program. 
Uranium, in the mineral coffinite, occurs principally 
as interstitial mineralization between grains, pebbles 
of arkosic sandstone, and boulders of conglomerate, 
and locally forms rinds around some of the rock 
fragments. Uranium is not in balance with its 
radioactive daughter products in the deposit so far 
mined; uranium values of the ore exceed the 
equivalent uranium values by as much as 50 percent.

Seven holes drilled on the Arrowhead No. 2 
claim, Nos. k, 5, and 6 (Stage I), and 5E, 6E, 7E, 
and 8E (Stage II) indicated that a significant ore 
deposit or several ore deposits with a grade of 
0.10 percent U 308 or better was discovered by the 
drilling done under the contract.

This Report of Royalty Review states that only 164 907 short dry 
tons of ore were sold for $3,222 9 in proceeds subject to royalty 
during the period under review In connection with this review, 
Hugh M Connors on September 26, 1960, executed a MME Form 22, in 
which he indicates that periodic examinations of operations indicate 
that production is properly reported A 1959 Annual Report of 
Certified Projects, also executed by Mr Connors, sttes that the 
property was examined on March 29, 1960, and that only 164.907 tons 
of saleable ore had been produced to date 


In a Semi-Annual Report of Certified Projects for the last six 
months of 1958, an engineer by the name of Marshall states that the 
property was examined on February 25, 1959, the only production 
during the period and to date was 14.8 tons of non-saleable ore, 
and that operations were shut down A similar report for the first 
half of 1958, preDared by an engineer named Binyon, states that tIE 
property was examined on September 25,1958, no roduction had 
occurred, and the only activity was the stripping of an open cut4 
The Field Team's Final Report, prepared by D F. Davidson and W W.

Little Mo Mining, Inc., Box 51i.5, Upton, Wyoming, on March 5, 1957, 


applied to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for aid in 


exploring for uranium on 27 unpatented claims In secs. 20, 28, 29, 30, 


32, and 33, T. 110 N., B.. 92 w., 6th P.M., Frernont County, Wyoming. The 


applicant proposed to teat drill granite debris and the surface of the 


underlying Precambrian granite.

The eurficial geology of the claims of Little Mo Mining, Inc., 


is not complex, as may be seen from the geological sketch map (rig.

Sedimentary rocks comiiyover-


lie granite on the claims, although both rock types are exposed, and 


the uranium deposit presently being mined appears to have been localized 


at a contact between these two rock types, or in the lower part of the 


sedimentary rocks. 


The sedimentary rocks shown on the sketch map can be separated 


handily into two "formations" • Rocks designated T1 are essentially 


arkosic sandstone, conglomerates, and granite rubble. The material 


making up these rocks appears to be directly derived from the Precambrian 


mass to the florth. 


Rocks designated T2 are similar to those of formation T1 except - 


that they contain considerable amounts of volcanic ash, locally bedded, 


and elsewhere disseminated, through the unit. 


Uranium, in the mineral coffinite, occurs principally as inter-


stitial mineralization between grains, pebbles of arkosic sandstone, 


and boulders of the conglomerate of T1, and locally forms rinds around 


some of the rock fragents. To date little uranium has been discovered 


in the tuffaceous material (T2). 


* It is thought that the uranium of the deposits has been derived by 


weathering, and transported in ground water, from the granite of Copper 


Mountain. Small low-grade uranium concentrations are known in the 


granite, and radioactivity anomalies are. present. 
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Uranium in solution was transported by ground water into, and 


probably to a certain extent through, ' the highly permeable and porous 


arkosic sandstone, and rubble zones, and deposited at contacts with 


less permeable units, and locally at least, at the contact of the 


Tertiary sedimentary rocks and the underlying granite. 


As noted above, most uranium found to date is in non-tuffaceous 


rocks, perhaps because tuffaceous material is less permeable, thus 


permitting poorer ground water circulation. However, the possibility 


exists that some uranium concentrations may be found in this material. 


Uranium is not inba].ance with its radioactive daughter products 


in the deposit so far mined; uranium values of the ore exceed the 


equivalent uranium values by as much as 50 percent. The concentrations 


of • uranium making up the known ore dépos its thus may be relatively 


young.


The topography of the claims is rather closely related to the 


geology, for relief on the claims is largely provided by dissection 


and removal of Tertiary beds. Ridges thus are capped by Tertiary 


rocks, and draw bottoms are underlain by granite.
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ORE RESERVES 


The reserves discovered by the project drilling are estimated to 


be 3,972 tons of indicated ore averaging 0.182 percent U308, and 8,635 


tons of inferred ore containing o.i814 percent U308 or a total of 12,607 


tons with a grade of 0.183 percent U308. 


The reserves as shown on figure 3 were calculated by using the 


A.B.C. method.

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CONCLUSIONS 


O the 20 Stage I holes and the 8 Stage II offset holes, probe 


and assay results in 7 holes on the Arrowhead No. 2 claim (holes 


nos. 1i, 5, and 6 (stage I) and offset holes, 5, 6E, 7E, and 8E) 
indicated that a significant ore deposit or several ore deposits with 


a grade of 0.10 percent U308 or better have been discovered by drill-


ing under the contract. 


Stage I and Ii drilling indicates a continuation of the mineral-


ized area currently being mined on the Arrowhead No. 1 claim. The 


trend runs southeast from the existing mine on Arrowhead No. 1 along 


the slope of a hill of Precambrian granite debris. 


The results of drilling on the Arrowhead No. 1 claim indicates 


that mineralization occurs at more than one horizon and not as a con-


tinuous blanket deposit. The ore is unoxidized, and is similar to 


that being mined on the Arrowhead No. I claim. 


The project resulted in the discovery of significant amounts of 


ore-grade material which will undoubtedly be mined. A Certification of 


Discovery is recommended. 


No additional exploration, with Government assistance, is recom-


mended. Additional development drilling by the operator will probably 


be necessary to define the ore bodies roughly delineated by DA 


drilling.

The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremen2s.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold procluction.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec 
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be grossinicome 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half ( 1/2) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half ( 11/2) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(1) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the 'amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed ,for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any 'such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If wit'hin 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to' the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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• date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property, shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Tei'mination of the Government's obligitions.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. •Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefl t.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its

In reply to Mr. Nelson' s memorandum of July 22, 1957, regard-
ing the Field Team Report on the subject docket wherein he suggests that 
"a more closely spaced fence of holes might be warranted across a pos-
sible 'ann . . . , the exaitLners conclude that such a change in the 
recommended exploration is not necessary to adequately explore the 
property for uranium, nor is such a concentration of drill holes in 
Stage I justified in view of the over-all objectives of the recommended 
exploration. 


There is sufficient room between the recommended hole sites 
on Mint claim No. lii. and Arrowhead claim No. 2 to permit the drilling 
of five 100-foot spaced Stage II holes in the suspect area without 
encroaching üon unsubordinated. claims. 


The drilling, as recommended in the Field Team report, is 
laid out in relation to the broader geologic features, and it is be-
lieved that littlewould be gained by concentrating so much of the 
exploration around a single feature such as the possible "channel." 


The applicant, in reply to item 3-f of the DMEA. application, 
has indicated that Arrowhead claims Nos. 1, 11., and 5 were not to be in-
cluded in the project Two of these claims contain known uranium ore 
deposits, and it is concluded that little benefit 'would derive froth 
exploration of these particular claims.

The applicant requested assistance in searching, by drilling, 
for the extension of an orebody and similar orebodies. The applicant 
in 23 months, ending February, 1957, produced 3,1460 tons of 0.20% U308 
material from an open cut on the adjoining claim, Arrowhead No. 1, 
which is not included in the project area. • A total of 3,700 tons is 
credited to the Arrowhead No. 1 orebody and. 12 feet of ore shows in 
an open cut on the Arrowhead No. 5 claim. 


The No. 5 claim is not shown on the map and is not in the 
project area. If the claim lies between Arrowhead No. 2 and Mint No. 
25, it means the chances of the claims, Arrowhead No. 2 and. Mint No. hi., 
are enhanced, especially if there is a possibility the two ore showings 
may be connected. The "about 500 feet farther to the south" does not 
fit the map, and the location of the 12 feet of ore is not clear. 


The 2-stage work program recommended by the examiners 
appears to be well adapted to the conditions shown on the geologic 
map, except that a more closely spaced fence of holes might be warranted 
across the trend of the possible Arrowhead No. 1 and Arrowhead No. 5 
'channel', if that trend falls within the project area. 


Otherwise, I concur with the recommendation of the examiners 
and the Field Team.

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PRESENT STATUS 


Exploration and development 


Some drilling has been done on the claims with a wagon drill, but 


this drilling was not considered satisfactory. No other exploration has 


been done on the claims. An open pit has been dug on the Arrowhead No. 1 


claim, adjacent to the northeast end of the Mint group, from which some 


3,700 tons of ore have been mined.

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GEOLOGY 


The surficial geology of the claims of Little Mo Mining, Inc., is 


not complex, as may be seen from the accompanying geological sketch map 


(fig. 3). Sedimentary rocks called Tertiary Tepee Trail formation by 


Tourtelot 21 dip gently (3 to 6°) south from their contact with the Pre.- 1 


cambrian granite mass of Copper Mountain to the north. On the claims, both 


granite and sedimentary rocks are present, and uranium deposits have been 


localized at contacts between these two formations. 


The sedimentary rocks shown on the sketch map can be separated 


handily into two "foxnations." Rocks designated T1 are essentially arkosic 


sandstone, conglomerates, and granite rubble zones • The material making 


up these rocks appears to be directly derived from the Precambrian mass to 


the north. 


Rocks designated T2 are also arkosic, but cont.in considerable amounts 


of volcanic ash, locally bedded, and elsewhere disseminated, through the 


unit.


Uranium, in the mineral coffinite, occurs principally as interstitial 


mineralization between grains, pebbles of arkosic sandstone, and boulders 


of the conglomerate of unit T1, and locally forms rinds around some of 


the rock fragments. To date little uranium has been discovered in the 


tuffaceous material. 


21 Tourtelot, H. A., 1953, Geology of the Badwater area, Central Wyoming: 
U. S. Geol. Survey Oil and Gas Investigations Map OM-l21., 2 sheets. 
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It is thought that the uranium of the deposits is derived by 


1 weathering, and transported in ground water, from the granite of Copper 


Mountain. Small low-grade uranium concentrations are known in the granite, 


and. radioactivity anomalies are present. 


Uranium in solution was transported by ground water into, and prob-


ably to a certain extent through, the highly permeable and porous arkosic 


sandstones, and, rubble zones, and deposited at contacts with the relatively 


impermeable granite underlying the Tertiary rocks. 


Uranium is not in balance with its radioactive daughter products 


in the deposit so far mined; uranium values of the ore exceed the ecjuiva-


lent uranium values by as much as 50 percent. The concentrations of 


uranium making up the known ore deposit thus may be relatively young. 


As noted above, most uranium found to date is in non-tuffaceous 


rocks, perhaps because tuffaceous material is less permeable, thus per-


mitting poorer ground water circulation. However, the possibility exists 


that some uranium concentrations may be found in this material. 


The topography of the claims is rather closely related to the 


geology, for relief on the claims is largely provided by dissection and 


removal of Tertiary beds.

RECOMMENDED XPWRATION PROGRAM AND ESTIMATED COSTS 


The drilling program outlined by E • T. Cox for Little Mo Mining, 


Inc., is geologically sound and should be carried out in two stages. 


cox has proposed to drill holes to granite bed rock from the tops of 


topographic highs, thus penetrating maximum thicknesses of Tertiary 


sedimentary rocks. The examiners agree with Cox's program except that 
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they suggest, that it can be carried out by drilling 23 holes totaling 


2,300 feet and averaging 100 feet in depth in first-stage drilling, and / 


21 holes averaging 100 feet in depth and totaling 2,100 feet in second-


stage drilling. Total drilling footage suggested for the two-stage 


program is therefore k,700 feet, as opposed to Cox's request for 100 


holes totaling 7,500 feet. The approximate location of recommended 


holes for first-stage drilling is shown on figure 2. Second-stage drill-


ing is intended to offset mineralized holes, and extend mineralized 


areas, and hole locations should be determined upon completion of first-


stage drilling and evaluation of the results. 


All holes shall be drilled to bedrock granite (but not more than 


10 feet into bedrock granite) or to a depth of 150 feet, whichever is 


the more shallow. 


Holes of at least 3-inch diameter should be drilled by rotary drill, ( 


dry if possible, but wet if necessary. Sludge or cutting samples should 


be collected every 2 feet and preserved. All drill holes should be 


logged geologically and by a radiometric logging device, and it is 


recommended that samples representing depths of holes at which radio-


metric readings exceed Ii. times backgroun&. in the area be analyzed for
7 


uranium. Although this is a low radiometric value, the unbalance known 


to exist between uranium and equivalent uranium in the only explored 


deposit of the area makes analysis of saziples of rather low radioactivity 


mandatory.
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It is assumed by the examiners that comparison between equivalent 


uranium and uranium analyses of samples from drilling the first few 


holes siill be made, and that the radioactivity cut-off for analyses of 


samples will be raised or lowered as seems needful.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit cost and Progress Report.—Appiicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, , crosscuttng, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary.

required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and cOnsti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word

HLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and cotsti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed underitems (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third psrty will be reported under "Rental". The amoUnt 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure suchas 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other sven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by. appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator'è books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eqiipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by dOcumentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Repqrted", and 
"Totals to Date" columns snould also be filled in.

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the OpeMtor to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reporied under f' Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to . be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", .followed by appro-
priaté ignature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The foUr copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Opemtor will submit his claim under item '(l) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after. the-appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously. Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operagor's Uiit Cost and Progress Report.—Applieable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form.

logs and assays also are t be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of whjch must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.

The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more importan t 
phases of operation on which permanent information isdesired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the. costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distrihuing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for bot.h monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Cots" on Form MF-104A for'each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscuttThg, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 	 - 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated nd location andassays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent shpuld sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase ofequip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used' in the installation or, construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported Under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers 'miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
- payr011 taes, liability- insUrance, *orkmen's'ompensation 


insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under' item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived bythe Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofoldas follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining casts for future use. The more importan t 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for thoseunusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of thréè items the ccsth of 
which arc not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not ,distrihuting these items on a monthly basis is doubt1ess 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative Losts. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently tQ distribute certain 
costs Over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting,raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported aetive for the month. Such distributions should be made 
-on the basis of-time spent on the various phases, on- man- days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report znd 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and coffsti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs;

Under Item (3) include the costs, of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The. amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion '.-


'Item (5) comprises cots ' of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and 'repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3) 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such' as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is' to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive' Officer. This certtfication may 'be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eq.iipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should, be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts', on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kmd. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form, 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A---Operagor's U'ntt Cost and Progress Reort.—Appiicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more importan t 
phases of operation on which permanent information, is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevQr, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which arc not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a. monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to th Operator, since such distribution might weil overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulativ.e costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF–JO4A 'for'each moneh should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true' of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the 'various phases, on man day& of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call atteztion to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs. 	 ,	 .

(a) Form MF-104—Operator's MonThly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies-
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be repoited under "Deprecia-
tion 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to , be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", .followed by appro-
priate tignature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" 'audit, that is, a Government auditor shOuld 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit ' his claim under item (1) of 'Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Appiicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevQr, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three itens are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and, Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etô.." The reason for not distributing these items on a. iionthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for bot.h monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form Iv1F–lO4A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were 'reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs. 	 -

(b) Independent contracts.—To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit "A" 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so performed; 
but if the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent• contract requires the Government's 
approval thereof, payments under such contract will not be allowable costs unless the Government gives 
its written approval of the contract. Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific and 
identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions of this 
exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its rights under 
this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected thereby. Regard-
less of the provisions of any such independent contract and regardless of the Government's approval 
thereof, the Government will participate in payments to the independent contractor only on account of 
work performed in accordance with the provisions of this exploration project contract, and only to the 
extent that the Government deems the unit prices for the work under 	 independent contract to be. 
reasonable.	 S 	


S 


(c) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—Thé estimated total allowable cost of the project, 
set forth in Exhibit "A," is the sum of $ 	 ti 12.O 
The Government shaH cntribute	 percent of the allowable costs as they are incurred in .a total sum 
not in excess of --------------------------------------------------------- Provided, That untjl the Operator has 
rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Government has been 
made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may withhold from the last 
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voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total, cost of the 
work or not in excess of the amount of the Government's contribution to the cost of property which is or 
may become subject to disposal as provided in Article 9(c), whichever is greater. The Government will 
make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers refcrred to in Article 7(b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled. "Costs incurred" mean costs that have been paid or have 
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov-
ernment may make payments directly to independent contractors and suppliers for the account of the 
Operator rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs.—(a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" by categories as specified in this article. If any category or subcategory is 
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory' are not allowable. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any, 
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the 
estimate of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government 


To the extent specified in this article or in Exhibit "A" the following categories, subcategories, and 
elements thereof are maximums; but if not so specified either here or ,,in Exhibit "A" they are not maxi-
mums, and may be exceeded within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work: 


CATEGORY (1)—INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.—Work to be performed under independent contracts 
(see Article 4(b)). The estimated total amount of this category and ttie estimated cast of each unit of 
work for performance under an independent contract are maximums. CO Afl'L'PX Li 


CATEGORY (2)—PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a) —Supervision.—A1l elements of this subcategory. (number of supervisors, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subeate gory (b)—Technical services.—All elements of this subcategory (number of technicians, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcategory (c)—Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)—OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.—Includes such items as drill bits and steel, 
explosives, fuel, pipe, power, small tools costing less than $50 each, timber, track. 


CATEGORY (4) —OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcate gory (a)—Rental.—The number of each object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the 


rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour], and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)—Purchases.—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)—Depreciation.—All elen'ents of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 
CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of this category is a maximum. 


Subcategor'y (a)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this sübcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.—The estimated 
total of this subcategory 'is a maximum.
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CATEGORY (6) —NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (ExcLusIvE OF MINE WORKINGS) 
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7) —MIScELLANE0uS.--Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or hohing possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments.—Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, .credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that. 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from pzoduction which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
proyisions of Article . 	 tE	 t 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or. other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report. and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—TJpon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or• 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports; records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE . Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or deelopment from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment, processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
itis extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's ,royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


• (e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form i which sold, held, or ised, plus one-half ( 1/2) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($ 0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its, percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of p'roperty.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government fUrther operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.
