The subject Operator completed a geophysical survey 
covering the property subordinated under the subject contract. 
Data resulting from the survey indicate certain areas are 
favorable for uranium deposition., The Field Team's letters 
to the Operator indicate that approval to drill these areas 
will be granted. 


In a memorandum, dated February 13 1959, to the 
Operating Committee, the Executive Officer, Region III, states 
that because of adverse (winter) weather conditions., actual 
drilling on the property cannot be started until about June 1, 
1959,, and therefore recommended the recess period and com-
pletion dates noted in the proposed Amendment No. 2.

It is agreed this 13th	 day of March 
1959, 'bëtèen the United States of America, acting through 
the Department of the Interior, Office of Minerals Explora-
tion, hereinafter called the "Government," and Kanter-Levy 
Company, hereinafter called the "Operator, 1' that Exploration 
Project Contract No. Idm-E1173 (Docket No. .DIVIEA_U8149), 
dated February 25, 1958, hereinafter called the "Contract 
as amended, is further amended effective December17, 1958, 
as' follows: 


1. (a) Work under the Contract shall be suspended 
during the period beginning December 17, 1958, and ending, 
not later than June 1, 1959. 


(b) The Government will not contribute to any 
costs incurred by the Operator during the period of suspension., 
or to any costs of rehabilitation or repair which in its 
opinion would not have occurred if there had been no sus-
pension of work. 


(c) The Operator, at its own cost and expense, 
without contribution by the Government, during the period 
of suspension shall preserve and protect the project work. 


2. The date fixed in Amendment No. 1 to the Contract 
for completion of the work is further extended to October 31, 
1959.


3. It is the essence of this Contract that the work 
be resumed before the termination of the period herein fixed 
for suspension, and be completed before the termination 
of the peri'6d herein fixed for completion; and if it is 
not so resumed and so completed in the manner required by 
the Contract, the following provisions shall thereupon 
become effective: 


(a) TheContract and all obligations of the 
parties thereunder, except as hereinafter otherwise pro-
vided ,, shall be and are hereby terminated as follows:
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(i) Effective December 17, 19582 if 
the work has not been resumed on or before 
June 1, 1959. 


(ii) Effective October 31, 1959, if 
the work .is resumed on or before June 1, 
1959, but is not completed on. or before 
October 31, 1959. 


(b) The Government will contribute only to the 
allowablecosts of work performed prior to the relevant 
effective date set forth in 3 (a) above. 


(c) The Operator shall promptly perform all 
winding-up and settlement actions provided for in the Con-
tract, including the rendering of the final report and final 
account.


(d) The Operator, as principal if the Operator 
is the producer, or as surety If the Operator is not the 
producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers 
or fails to retain its interest in the land), shall pay to 
the Government the royalty on production provided for in 
the Contract, in the same manner and amount and for the 
full period of time provided for in the Contract (as 
amended herein), as if a certification of discovery or dev-
elopment had been made, such certification being hereby 
waived by the Operator. In addition, all rights of the 
Government provided for in the Contract with respect to a 
certification of discovery or development, percentage 
royalty and liens to secure the payment thereof, reports 
(including preservation of the Operator's records), accounts, 
audits, and the right to recover any overpayments are hereby 
preserved.


(e) The Operator hereby releases and agrees to 
save the Government harmless from all claims or demands 
under or arising out. of the Contract, except as otherwise 
provided in this Amendment No. 2. 


This Amendment shall not be construed to increase 
the estimated total cost of the project or the aggregate 
amount which the Government may be required to contribute.

JUSTIFICATION FOR AMENDMENT NO. 3. 


The Operator started work under the contract on 
June 13, 1958, beginning with the gravimetric survey under 
Phase 2, instead of Phase 1, which required that the major 
fractures, shown on an aerial photograph, be marked on the 
ground. Realizing that it was not conforming with the 
terms of the contract, the Operator stopped the work. 


Memoranda, dated September 10, from E. 0. Binyon 
and F. B. Moore to the Field Team, and one, dated September 12, 
from the Field Team to the Operating Committee, cover the 
background of negotiations with the Operator to come to some 
agreement on the best method to explore the project area. 


The Field Team's letter contains its recommendations 
to amend the subject contract. 


In recommending the work as outlined under the 
original contract, the field examiners based the work under 
the project on what were believed to be similar geologic 
conditions found at the very significant ore deposit, on the 
Lisbon Uranium Co. property two miles to the east. 


Some of these assumptions have proven to be in error, 
and considerable new data have become available. The assumption 
that the fracture pattern, prominent on aerial photographs, 
could be located on the ground with reasonablesurety has been 
proven to be false. The major fractures either cannot be 
located on the ground or cannot be distinguished from minor 
ones.


The field examiners have agreed that irregularities 
of terrain, or cover of soil, or Amsden formation above a 
certain minimum, make geophysical interpretation unreliable; 
hence, some of the areas planned for possible exploration 
cannot be explored by gravimeter. Therefore, the contract as 
written is not workable. However, the examiners believe that 
the areas that can be covered by geophysical means are repre-
sentative and are as favorable. By an evaluation of these 
areas, a reasonable evaluation of the entire property can be 
made.
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Amendment No. 1 corrects the errors made in outlining 
the work to explore the subject property. Additional funds 
have been added to provide a more comprehensive geophysical 
survey and a corresponding reduction has been made in the 
number of holes drilled, so that the estimated costs are within 
the total costs allowed under the original contract.

AMENDMENT NO. 1 


It is agreed this 30th day of September , 
1958, between the United States oUAmerica, acting through 
the Department of the Interior, Office of Minerals Explora-
tion, hereinafter called the "Government," and Kanter-
Levy Company, hereinafter called the "Operator," that 
Exploration Project Contract No. Idm-E1173 (Docket No. 
DMEA_4849), dated February 25, 1958 , hereinafter called 
the "Contract," is amended, effective June 10, 1958, as 
follows:


1. Work under the Contract shall be suspended during 
the period starting June 20, 1958, and ending not later than 
November 30, 1958, and the date for completion is changed 
from December 31, 1958, to June 30, 1959: Provided, That 
if the work is not resumed by November 30, 1958, the Contract 
will be considered automatically rescinded, effective 
February 25, 1958, without any obligation on the part of 
either party, as though the Contract had never been executed. 


2. In Article 8(b) the royalty period is increased 
from ten (10) years to eleven (ii) years. 


3. Exhibit "A" of the Contract is revised to read as 
follows:


EXHIBIT "A" 


Description of the Work 


General Provisions 


The object of this project is to explore for 
uranium ore deposits in the Mission Canyon member of the 
Mississippian Madison limestone formation by rotary drilling. 
It is estimated that drill holes averaging 200 feet in depth 
will be required to penetrate the inferred ore horizons. 


All holes shall be rotary drilled non-core. The 
cuttings from each 2-foot section of drill hole shall be 
recovered by a Duclone or similar collecting apparatus and







tested for radioactivity. Cuttings showing significant 
radioactivity shall be sampled, the Operator using one-
half of each sample for the purpose of chemical analysis 
for uranium. The other half shall be stored, for Govern-
ment inspection and possible use, in 'a container properly 
identified as to drill hole number and the depth interval 
that the sample represents. The Operator may dispose of 
the stored sample sections when approved by the Government. 


Cuttings recovered from the drill holes shall be 
logged geologically, and each hole shall be probed radio-
metrically as soon as possible after completion. Records 
of such logging and probing, together with the assay 
certificates of the cuttings samples, shall be submitted 
with the Operator's monthly progress report. The monthly 
report shall also include a map or sketch showing the 
location of all holes drilled during the reporting period. 


The Government will not participate in the cost 
of a hole that is closer than 200 feet to an outer boundary 
of the land. In the absence of written approval by the 
Government, the Government will not participate in the 
cost of an incompleted hole, or a hole that cannot be 
probed with standard radiometric testing equipment. 


The Operator shall provide a full-time supervisor 
and such other technical services and labor as are required 
to complete the project work as required. 


All bulldozer work shall be performed with a 
Model D-7 bulldozer or an equivalent unit of any other 
make.


The locations, directions, inclinations, and 
extent of all work under this Contract are subject to 
Government approval. 


The work is divided into two stages. The 
OperatOr shall perform all the work in Pha e , of Stage I,, 
and as much of Phases 2 and 3 of Stage I and as much 5f' 
Stage II as is approved in advance in writing by the 
Government. 


Stage 1


The work under Stage I is divided into three (3) 
phases as follows:


2







Phase 1. Complete a geophysical (gravimeter) survey 
of approximately the four areas shown as A, B, C, and D 
on the map entitled "Figure 1. Map Showing Approximate 
Areas for Gravimetric Traverses.,.,,,	 attached hereto and 
made part hereof. The survey shall consist of at least 
one traverse across each designated area and either parallel 
traverses not closer than 100 feet to previous traverses 
or offset stations not closer than 50 feet to previous 
stations. Not to exceed 1,000 stations shall be located as 
a result of the survey. The exact locations of the parallel 
traverses or offset stations shall be determined by the 
geophysical contractor within the above limitations. All 
stations shall be staked and the elevations thereof recorded. 
Copies of maps disclosing the results of the survey, in-
cluding all data outlined above, shall be submitted to 
the Government promptly upon completion of the survey. 


Phase 2. Construct access roads and drill sites, and 
drill not in excess of 30 holes to an approximate depth 
of 200 feet each on the most favorable anomalies determined 
by the gravimetric survey. Also, deepen, to an approximate 
depth of 200 feet each, the company-drilled holes Nos. 10 
(Now 156 feet deep), 22 (Now 87 feet deep), and 25 (Now 
79 feet deep). The locations of these holes are shown 
on the map entitled "Figure 2 - Plan Showing Locations of 
Company Drill Holes and Workings, ...", attached hereto 
and made part hereof. No hole drilled in Phase 2 shall 
be closer than 100 feet to any other hole. 


Phase 3. One check hole shall be drilled as an off-
set to each of the 3 holes drilled in Phase 2 that have 
the highest radiometric probe results. The check holes 
shall be drilled not more than 3 feet from the hole being 
offset, shall be drilled to a depth approximately 5 feet 
above the mineralized zone (approximately 180 feet), as 
determined in the hole being offset, and then shall be 
cased and drilled through the mineralized zone (approxi-
mately 20 feet). 


It is estimated that 6,998 feet of drilling, 30 hours 
of bulldozing, 20 hours of standby time for probing, and 
40 chemical analyses of samples will be required to 
complete Stage I. However, if these estimates are too 
low, then with prior written Government approval requirements 
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0	 9 
and related costs may be transferred from Stage II, with 
corresponding reductions in that stage. Conversely, un-
used units of bulldozer time and chemical analyses may be 
transferred from Stage I to Stage II, with prior written 
Government approval. 


Stage II


The work consists of constructing access roads 
and drill sites, and drilling not in excess of 24 holes as 
offsets to those holes, previously drilled, for which the 
results of radiometric probing or chemical analysis indicate 
at least 1 foot of material containing 0.2% U 0	 No hole 
drilled in this stage shall be closer than 100 feet to any 
other hole drilled under the Contract. 


Not to exceed 7 hours of bulldozing, L1. 800 feet 
of drilling, 12 hours of standby time for probing, and 30 
chemical analyses shall be performed under this Stage II.

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within .which the Government may make a certification. of discovery or 
development. without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referrihg to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsabiiity.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance, with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and. safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to-  completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Independent contracts,—To the extent that the allowable costsare estimated in Exhibit "A" 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling,, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations),' the work may be so performed; 
buti if the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract requires the Government's 
approval thereof, payments under such contract will not be allowable costs unless the Government gives 
its written approval of the contract. Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific and 
identifiable', part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions of this 
exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its rights under 
this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected thereby. Regard -
less of the provisions of any such independent contract and regardless of the Government's approval. 
thereof, the Government will participate in payments to the independent contractor only on account of 
work performed in accordance with the provisions of this exploration project contract, and only to the 
extent that the .Government deems the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be 
reasonable.  


(c) Government may inspec t .—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations .and underground workings. The operator shall, provide the Government with all' reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. . 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the. GOvernment.—The estimated total allowable cost of the project, 
set forth in Exhibit "A," is the sum of $41_,2,4Q.00

rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Government has been 
made, and a final settlement Of the contract has been made, the Government may withhold from the last 
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voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the 
work or not in excess of the amount of the Government's contribution to the cost of property which is or 
may become subject to disposal as provided in Article 9 (c), whichever is greater. The Government will 
make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 7 (b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled. "Costs incurred" mean costs that have been paid or have 
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov-
ernment may make payments directly to independent contractors and suppliers for the account of the 
Operator rather than. to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs.—(a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" by categories as specified in this article. If any category or subcategory is 
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory are not allowable. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any 
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the' 
estimate of any category; subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account

To the extent specified in this article or in Exhibit "A" the following categories, subcategories, and

Subcategory (a) --Rental.—The number of each object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the 


rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour], and the total of this. subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)—Purchases.—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c) —Depreciation.—All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums.  
CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAms.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of. this category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a) —Initial rehabilitation and repairs of ecisting buildings, fi xtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcateg'ory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipme'nt.—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maximum.

• CATEGORY (6) —NEW BuILDINGs, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS) 
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7)—MISCELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other 'reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement\or 
costthat do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum.. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such'as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


• (2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead,' corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property , (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work)  


(3) Previous work performed or costs incuri ed before the date of this contract, and 
(4) Deferred payments.—Any costs inèurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase gteemeht, Or any agreëñien't fdr the Ij1rCHaSë of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for 'and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage 'or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to'third persons rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within th'e limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article 9c 8. See Annex II, 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's. records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said 'records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. ' if the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, 'shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers.-and records ' and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 'operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) PrOgress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in 'three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the 'reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report. ' Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi- 
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremerets.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or . accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a• sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator.. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certication, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be -a percentage of the gross proceeds. 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or -by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
itis extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, .concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
mrket value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percerdages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half ( 1 1/.2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half ( ½) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0. 50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess Of five (5) percent, of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3 1/2) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty, claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition.of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the' Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this. contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any, production operations: 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the 'Government to .purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—() Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property , in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property. ,—Upon the completion' of the work or termination 'of the Government's. 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the' Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within. 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer, needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may purue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the 'Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by 'the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be. found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination 'of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under: the provisions of the. contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2). the Operator shall 'be' free...of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting.	 - 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved' of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as maybe allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the: Governmént.in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this , contract, and in addition to any Other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not. 
Affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such 'rights shall be fully, preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after , the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to b,eniefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be 'admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

Description of the Work 


General Provisions 


The object of this project is to explore for 
uranium ore deposits in the Mission Canyon member of 
the Mississippian Madison limestone formation by rotary 
drilling. It is estimated that drill holes averaging 
170 feet in depth will be required to penetrate the 
inferred ore horizons. 


•	 All holes shall be drilled non-core. The 
cuttings from each 2-foot section of drill hole shall 
be recovered by a Duclone or similar collecting 
apparatus and tested for radioactivity. Cuttings 
showing significant radioactivity shall be sampled, the 
Operator using one-half of each sample for the purpose 
of chemical analysis for uranium.

With a letter, dated May 5, 1958, to Mr. Ellis, the 
Applicant enclosed a letter, dated May 2, 1958, from Wilson 
advising that the original bid contemplated a bigger project 
and that, since the subject survey was only for a short period, 
the "setup" charge would have to be added to the original 
estimate of $3.00/station. 


The writer-discussed the proposed additional costs 
with Jim Basley and Willard E. Davis of the USGS Geophysical 
section. They stated that in their opinion the cost of about 
$4.54/station was quite reasonable. Mr. Davis said that USGS 
paid rentals of $ 450/month for a gravimeter and, also, that in 
many cases the USGS cost/station on a gravimetric survey ex-
ceeded this cost. He also mentioned that for exceedingly 
accurate work the cost per station might be up to $30.00.

1. Applicants Property Rights: 
a. The land considered under this proposed Government participation 


exploration contract, commonly called DMEA contract all lies within the 
confines of Big Horn County, Wyoming. It is further and more accuaately 
located in Sections 19, 20, 21, 27 3 28, 29, 30 and 32 of Township 58 
North, Range 94 West, 6th Principal Meridian, Wyoming. The property in-
cludes 120 unpatented mining claims in an area approximately 9,600 feet 
long by 9,300 feet wide. The claims are bounded on the north by the Mon-
tana State line and on the West by the Big Horn river, All claims are 
duly recorded in the Court House at Basin, Wyoming, the County Seat of 
Big Horn County, Wyoming and are so entered in Book 152, pages 361 to 
457 inclusive and on pages 497 to 559 inclusive and in Book 153 on pages 
1 to 77 inclusive.

"2. Physical Description: 
/a. Mining and/or exploration workings now existing on the property 


consist of the following: 
1. One 'inclined shaft 120 feet in length sunk on an incline of 


approximately 20 degrees. The shaft was sunk to intersect a known cavern-
ous area in which evidence of uranium mineralization had been discovered 
by means of drill holes put down from the surface. The shaft entered the 
cavern area at a depth of 120 feet, approximately 40 feet vertically be-
low the surface.

Al]. thus far completed mine openings, both underground and surface, 
are open and may be inspected. All production facilities, with the exception 
of the mechanical equipment are installed and ready for operation. Such 
facilities include an excellent assortment of new camp buildings, shop and 
associated conveniences, fuel and powder storage buildings, and headframes over 
the two above described vertical shafts. With the necessary mining equipment 
the property could be put into operation in a few days time.

The record of the ore shipped by the Super Cub Mining Company is that 
of Mr. Walter Burleson, former supervisor for Ryan Consolidated Venture No. 2. 
The records of the ore shipped by Ryan Consolidated are available from 
settlement sheets of the Lucius Pitkin Co., one copy of which is submitted with 
this application. All ores above mentioned were shipped to the United States 
Atomic Eriery- Commission buying station at Riverton, Wyoming. 


d. Due to the infancy of the district and to the erratic occurence of the 
ore deposits associated with.the caverns in the Mission Canyon member of the 
Madison Limestone, very little progress has been made by any of the companies 
operation in the area regarding the calculation of ore reserves discovered or 
blocked out either by drilling or underground exploration. Therefore any 
calculation of ore reserves on this property, or on others, would be highly 
sceptical and would be more apt to confuse or mislead than to assist in 
evaluation. However, in order to support the possibility of ore reserves on the 
property, the maps of the three lines of drill holes, A.-A', B—B', and C-C' are, 
attached to this application. 


Ve, Again the infancy of the district in question precludes any possibility 
of there having been extensive geological studies made of the several known ore 
dejtosits. The geo1gica1 theories of the possible ore deposits and of possible 
ore controls presented herein are strictly those of the author of this request

and as such may or may not be subject to verification by others. Theories and 
ppstulations concerning the possibility of ore bodies existing on the property 
in question are almost wholly those drawn from observation of the two major 
operators in the area, Lisbon Uranium Corporation and Modern Mines Development 
Company. Both operations are located about two miles to the east of the Super 
Cub claims and as such may have slightly different controls and types of ore 
deposits. However it is thought that essentially the same geological conditions 
and controls will govern the entire little Mountain district, the area in which 
the principal and known deposits occur. 


The major structural feature of the area is the Porcupine Creek anticline, 
the axis of which passes approximately midway between the Lisbon-Modern Mines 
area and the Super Cub claims. The axis of the anticline strikes approximately 
northwest and the structure as a whole pitches about five degrees to the 
northwest. The west limb dips in general slightly steeper than does the east 
limb, that is about five degrees and three degrees respectively. Small local 
warps and wrinkles may be mapped on both limbs, though it is presently doubtful 
that these will be found to exert much geological control of the ore deposits. 
Detailed studies of aerial photos indicate that the flexure that constituted the 
uplifting of the Porciip±nereek anticline typically resulted in the formation of 
several joint systems. The principal or major system on both sides of the axis 
is nearly parallel to the anticline axis. In this system the joints are more 
clearly developed and at much closer spacing than in the other two systems present. 
The minor joints in some instances exert a major control on the drainage pattern 
but generally the major streams follow ,the northwest-southeast directions. The 
two remaining systems of jointing lie in a pattern, that if extended would inter-
sect the axis of the anticline at an angle of approximately 45 degrees from both the 
north and the east on the east liitb and from the south and the west on the west limb. 
Although geological studies of flat lying sediments in which limestone caverns and 
especially those with accompanying ore deposits, are not numerous, it is the generally 
accepted theory that the caverns have developed principally along the major 
joint system or systems. 


Since exploration arid/or development of known ore deposits in the Little 
Mountain district are few, there is little opportunity to develop a known pattern 
of orebodies or to decipher geological factors that may constitute ore controls. 
The several deposits known and opened seem to follow no particular pattern except 
that they are always associated with caverns or cavernous portions of the Mission 
Canyon member of the Madison limestone. No deposits are known to occur in other than 
the Mission Canyon, Rotary drilling operations conducted by Modern Mines Development 
Company about two miles to the east of the Super Cub claims, which program the writer 
conceived and supervised, disclosed that on the average approximately 75 percent of 
the drill holes located by structure mapped from aerial photos may be expected to 
encounter open caverns or beds of partially dissolved limestone. The ore holes 
drilled by Modern Mines intersected ore horizons not in the open caverns, yet 
definately associated with them and in general at depth considerably below them. 


Since the completion of the first phase of the drilling operations by Modern 
Mines, it is the writer's opinion that the original conception that the ore bodies 
lie within 75 feet of the surface is in error.

In addition to the required cavernous condition, thought to be so 
necessary for ore deposition, it is felt that the slope of the cavern with 
respect to the present drainage is an iiportant factor. In order for ore. 
deposition to take place there must first be a zone for comparatively easy 
movement of the pregnant mineral bearing solution and, secondly the avenue 
of passage must not be sufficiently open to permit rapid movement of those 
solutions. Two conditions can conceivably fuilfill this requirement, that is 
the permeability of the zone can be restricted by reason of only partial pre-
dissolving of the limestone host rock or the direction of the permeable zone 
slope can be such as to provide a trap and subsequent slowing of the ore bearing 
solutions. In the deposits so far observed at Lisbon and in that drilled out 
at Modern Mines the slope of the orebody appears to be from three to ten degrees to 
the west, opposite to the regional dip of the enclosing limestone. If the sine 
truths hold on the western limb of the Porcupine Creek anticline ., the doininent' 
ore bearing zones should be found to slope moderately to the east, that is 
toward the azis of the anticline. 


Ore minerals thus far observed consist of the uranium mineral tyuyaniunite 
in a gangue of brecciated limestone, silty cavern fill material, probably derived 
from the Ainsden formation overlying the Madison, and white to yellow calcite.' 
Calcite crystals formed between periods of uranium minerals deposition indicates 
at least two periods during which the uranium was deposited. The deposits are 
considered to be of the bedded type even though they do not follow any consistent 
bed in the Madison limestone. 


The attached maps illustrate the conditions mapped in the underground 
work thus far performed on the Super Cub claims and also show the surface 
geology of the area as mapped fran aerial photos. 


f. Certain of the Super Cub claims show more surface evidence of 
uranium mineralization than do any other claims on Little Mountain. Limited 
exploration of some of these surface showings have definately shown that 
uranium bearing solutions have passed through the area but the exploration thus 
far conducted has encountered zones too porous to readily offer the conditions 
thought necessary for deposition of commercial quantities and grades of uranium 
ores. Small production has been attained from these workings in areas where the 
movement of the ore solutions was sufficiently restricted to permit partial de-
position but over all the zones are composed of loosely jumbled blocks of 
limestone intermingled with silty cavern fill material. The writer feels that 
had exploration been carried to greater depths in these areas the chances of ore 
discovery would have been materially increased. Since nearly all of the geologists 
who have observed the area feel that ore deposition has derived from recent 
ground waters, it is logical to conclude that the best chances for ore deposition 
would take place at or shortly above the ground water table or above some 
comparatively impervious zone in the limestone. Although very little is known 
concerning the water table, only three of the holes at Modern Mines encountered 
water, the Lodgepole member of the Madison directly underlying the Mission Canyon, 
does satisfy the possible requirement of a relatively impervious zone. The 
Mission Canyon - Lodgepole contact lies approximately 175 to 200 feet below the 
top of the Madison.
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No samples of the area proposed for exploration have been taken. That 
is, no samples of material other than minor mineralization that may be observed 
at the surface. Many areas of little Mountain show an abnormally high radio-• 
active anomo].y but it is felt that such radioactivity has practically- no bearing 
on the possibility of finding an ore deposit. The radioactivity observed at the 
surface is usually coming directly from the surface debris which consists mainly 
of Amsden stained wash material. 


It is felt that the many showings of near commercial grade material on the 
surface of the Super Cub claims coupled with the well defined joint systems 
indicate that the possibility- of finding new and probably more deeply buried ore 
deposits than heretofore suspected, is better than was the same possibility on the 
east limb of the anticline. 


g. The attached geologic reports titled "Final Report of Economic Geology 
of Properties of Ryan Consolidated, Venture No. 2, Big Horn County, Wroming" and 
dated April 12, 1957 are the only technical reports available. So far as is known 
they are the only reports written on any of the little Mountain properties. No. 
fault is found with these reports, however they were written prior to any 
extensive, such as it is, exploration and do not incorporate the later findings. 


3. Accessibility of Project 
a. Mr. Walter Burleson of Salida, Colorado will accompany representatives 


of the DNEA Field Team for the purpose of examining the properties involved. In 
the event that Mr. Burleson could not be present, the DMEA representatives should 
contact Mr. L. D. Jarrard at the Modern Mines Development Company Camp on little 
Mountain. 


From Lovell, Wyoming proceed ten miles east on the Lovell-Kane black top 
highway. Just after crossing the Big Horn river bridge turn left on the dirt and 
gravel road recently constructed by Lisbon Uranium Corp. About one mile before 
coming to Lisbon camp take the left hand fork and continue due west approximately 
three miles to the camp on the Super Cub claims. During inclement weather it will 
be advisable to use four wheel drive vehicles though during dry weather passenger 
cars regularly move between Lovell and the little Mountain areas. Carbide or 
electric lamps should be carried by those conducting the examination. 


b. Shipping and supply points serving the area and the mines are located 
at Billings, Montana, about 100 miles north of Lovell, at Casper, Wyoming, about 
200 miles southeast of Lovell, and the smaller towns of Powell, Grey-bull and 
Lovell. • Day to day supplies may be obtained in the smaller towns but larger and 
more expensive items of equipment must usually be obtained in Billings or Casper. 
A complete and up-to-date camp has been built on the property concerned and there 
is no reason for employees to reside away from the area. 


4. The Exploration Project: 
a, The proposed exploration project has been set up in two stages or phases. 


Each stage consists of separate types of work, neither of the types in the first 
stage dependent on the success of the others but the work proposed in the second 
stage is dependent on the success achieved during the process of the first stage. 
Work proposed for the second stage of exploration will be completely delineated 
and requested separately before undertaking that work. 
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The first stage of exploration consists of work designed primarily to 
determine the probability of orebodies occuring over a large portion of the 
Super Cub claims. The drilling proposed for this phase of the work is on wide' 
spacing and individual drill holes are located according to geological structure 
as mapped from aerial photos and observation in the field. In general the drill. 
holes are not closer than 300 feet from each other but no attempt has been made 
to set-up the program on a grid pattern. Underground exploration proposed for the 
first phase is designed to explore ground lying between the incline shaft and the 
three lines of drill holes, A t -A, B-B' and C -C' and to extend the extension of the 
ore face in the west drift off the bottom of Ryans inclined shaft. The underground 
work proposed for the first stage is definate and of certain amount as opposed to the 
same type of work asked during the second phase. In addition to the drifting - 
requested off the incline shaft, the first stage of exploration also includes the 
driving of two inclined drifts from the surface. The first of these, two is designated 
UGH drift and is intended to explore the so-called Prospect No. 1 located on the 
common side line between Broken Heart claims numbers 8 and 9. The drift is proposed 
to be 100 feet in length and to follow the mineralization exposed in the pit 
regardless of direction taken. This drift will probably be run in a general eastern1 
direction and will be driven with the aid of a front-'end loader and will be 
approximately 9 1x9' in cross section. The drift designated "D" drift is intended to ) 
explore the mineralized material exposed in Prospect No. 4, located in the north 
one quarter of Vista claim No. 7. This drift is also requested to be 100 feet in 	 : 


length and will also follow the most clearly mineralized portions. It also will be 
driven by means of the front-end loader and will be approximately 9'x9' in cross 
section. Drifts ItAts and "B"• driven from the bottom of the incline shaft will be 
conventional 5 tx7' in cross section and are requested to be 50 feet and 200 feet in 
length respectively. 


The drill holes requested during the first stage number 89 and total 15,000 
feet in aggregate depth for an average of 168 feet. 


In addition to the above work a total of 50 hours of standby time and 75 hours 
of bulldozing for access road5 and drill setups is also requested during the first 
stage of exploration. 


In total the first stage of work then requested consists of 15,000 feet of 
rotary drilling of holes from 4 inch to 5 inch in diameter, 450 lineal feet of 
drifting, 50 hours of standby time and 75 hours of bulldozing work, the last two 
items to be used only as required. 


All work proposed during the first stage is shown on the following maps 
attached to and made a part of this report:

WOrk proposed for completion during stage two of the project consists 
of additional drilling to determine possible extent of orebodies encountered 
in stage one and also provides for additional underground drifting to determine 
ore potentials with or without additional drilling in the same area. None of the 
work planned for the second stage is illustrated on attached maps since the location 
of the proposed work is unknown at this time. 


Second stage proposals consist of 8,000 lineal feet of rotary drilling, 800 
lineal feet of drifting, 25 hours of standby time and 20 hours of bulldozing 
operations. As stated above this work will be requested separately after completion 
of stage number one and only if warranted.
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4. b. Although numerous access roads are now present on the property it 411 
be necessary to prepare roads leading to the drill sites, these only in certain 
cases, and to prepare setups for the drill. Although it is thought that most 
of the holes may be drilled without site preparation it may in a few instances be 
necessary to drill at a position other than that shown in order to avoid setting up on 
a precipitous rock outcrop. The distance necessary to move any of the drill 
holes will probably not be more than 30 or 40 feet at most and will be done only 
to facilitate setting up the equipment and will not effect the amount of access 
road required or the possible success of the drill hole. 


c. In the event that an exploration contract is approved, the operator 
will begin underground operations within two weeks after notice has been given that 
the project has been approved. Drilling operations will be started as soon as 
weather conditions will permit. It is anticipated that drilling operations can 
be started on or shortly after April 1, 1958. In the underground operations, it 
is thought that a daily advance of eight feet can be maintained and that the proposed 
work can be completed in approximately three monthstime. Drilling operations can be 
expected to average about 120 feet per day per drill and the requested 15,000 
feet of first stage drilling can be completed in about seven months. The entire 
first stage of work should be completed by November 30, 1958. The completion 
dates of the second stage will depend a great deal on the amount of work 
permitted after evaluation of the first stage work, but the rate of progress 
should be about the same as for the first stage. The entire program should 
be completed not later than September 1, 1959. 


5. Experience: 


The operators, through Mr. J. H. Kanter, are well experienced in general 
construction work, having completed some 40 or 50 million dollars of work 
during the past six or seven years. Through Mr. Walter Burleson, who will 
supervise the proposed work, they will have a man well experienced in mining 
in general and in this area in particular. Mr. Burleson is a Registered Engr. 
of long experience in Colorado and supervised the previous work performed by 
Ryan Consolidated. From time to time the operators may employ Mr. Leonard 
Jarrard, of the Modern Mines Development Company for assistance on particular 
problems. 


6. Estimate of Costs: 
a. Independent Contracts: It is proposed that all the work be performed 


by independent contractors hired by the operator to perform that type and amount 
of work for which he is particularly suited or capable. In line with this 
proposal, estimates on the cost of the proposed work have been requested from 
the following firms and will be submitted to the DNEA office as soon as received: 


Mining Contractors requested to submit estimates: 
Hmmond and Ever].y Engineering Co., Butte, Montana 
Universal Mining Consultants, Grand Junction, Colorado 
Moab Drilling Company, Moab, Utah 
Mountain States Mining Company, Spokane, Washington 
Sprague and Henwood, Grand Junction, Colorado 
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Although estimates for the proposed work have not as yet been received, 
the writer's knowledge concerning drilling on Little Mountain makes it 
possible to conclude that the drilling can be expected to be performed for 
about $2.75 per foot for rotary drilling of holes from four inch to five inch 
diameter. In addition to this cost per foot, the contractors presently 
operating on Little Mountain require a so-called escape clause that-requires 
the operator to furnish all drill bits that fail to drill at least 18 inches of 
hole. If blasting of holes where chert beds or nodules are encountered is done 
then the excessive bit cost can be held to a bare minimum and the additional 
cost should not be more than about ten cents per foôt. Cementing of holes where 
caving or extremely rough ground is found has proven advisable and by this 
means it is often possible to penetrate otherwise uridrillable ground. With all 
of the factors in mind regarding the type of ground that undoubtedly will be 
encountered, a reputable and efficient drilling contractor should be able to 
hold his price down to about $2.85 per lineal foot in return for a firm contract 
for 15,000 feet of hole. Drilling of footage in excess of that amount, the 
second stage, may not be expected to be done for less. 


Bulldozing work for access roads required and for drill set-ups can 
be obtained from local tractor owners at the rate. of $12.50 per hour for a 
D .7 tractor or equivelent. 


Standby time for drill rigs when not in operation can be Wild to a 
minium but it is expected that occasionally circumstances may arise when 
such payments can not be agoided. The presently operating drill contractors in 
the area request a universal rate of $15.00 per hour for lost time. 


It is common practice in the area to do practically all drifting and cross-
cutting operations, especially adits, by employing the front-end loader for 
mucking operations. From past experience this method gives lower proportionate 
costs for the size of openings required, and in fact the larger sections required 
are driven at costs comparable to the smaller standard 51 x 71 sections. Part of 
the work proposed is to be of the larger size and part of the . smaller size, yet it 
is assumed that both sizes of openings can be made for about the same cost per 
lineal foot, that is $35.00

ber, 1957, by and between RYAN CONSOLIDATED VENTURE #2, a Joint 


Venture consisting of Ryan Consolidated Petroleum Corporation, a Delaware 


corporation, acting by and through its President, Jerome K. Crossman; 


Jerome K. Crossman; Seymour Hootkins; E. M. Hoffman, Trustee; Jerome 


K. Crossman, Trustee; Eldridge & Goggans, a partnership composed of 


Zeilner Eldridge and J . Lawson Goggans, Jr.; H. N. Mallon; Walter Ziegler; 


and Vincent L. Rohloff, hereinafter sometimes designated "Ryan", and 


J. H. KANTER, a resident of Miami, Florida, and LEON LEVY, a resident 


of New York City, New York, hereinafter sometimes designated "Kanter & 


Levy".


The agreements herein contained amend that certain Agreement here-


tofore entered into between the parties hereto, dated August 9, 1957. Unless 


specifically stated, the amendments herein contained shall not supersede any 


of the provisions of said Agreement dated August 9, 1957. 


I. 


It is agreed that Kanter & Levy shall have until February 1, 1958 


within which to attempt to procure loan under the Defense Minerals Explora-


tion Act, commonly referred to as a D. M. E. A. loan. Kanter & Levy agree 


that they will actively attempt to procure such loan for the exploration, de-


velopment, and mining operations upon the 120 unpatented lode mining claims 


referred to in said Agreement dated August 9, 1957. In such connection, 


however, it is understood that Kanter & Levy shall make no representation 


of any kind or character which shall operate or have the effect of rendering 


Ryan personally liable for the repayment of such loan, as it is the under-


standing of all parties that any such loan, if procured, is repayable, both as 
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to principal and interest, entirely out of production and does not constitute 


a personal obligation of any party hereto. Nothing herein contained shall be 


construed to create any authority on behalf of Kanter & Levy to procure any 


such loan if same shall cast any personal liability upon Ryan. If such loan 


be procured by Kanter & Levy, they agree that they will perform all obliga-


tions and covenants ruired to be performed by them under the terms of any 


such loan so procured and will save, indemnify, and hold harmless Ryan 


from the performance thereof; provided, that Kanter and Levy shall have the 


right in their sole discretion and judgment to expend only such portion of the 


loan for exploration and/or development as they may elect and to return the 


unexpended portion thereof to the D. M. E. A.

If Kanter & Levy shall, by February 1, 1958, be unable to procure 


such D. M. E. A. loan, then and in such event, Kanter & Levy shall have the 


option of:


(a) Terminating said Agreement of August 9, 1957, or 


(b) Upon notice to Ryan, causing said Agreement of August 


9, 1957 to continue in force and effect. 


If Kanter & Levy shall elect to continue to keep said Agreement of August 9, 


1957 in force and effect, then the first paragraph of ARTICLE III thereof 


shall be amended to provide that prior to June 1, 1958, Kanter & Levy will 


expend not less than Twelve Thousand Dollars ($12, 000.00) in exploration, 


development, and mining operations upon the 120 mining claims, said expendi-


ture to be at the rate of not less than Three Thousand Dollars ($3, 000.00) 


per month for the months of February, March, April, and May 1958 only. 


Kanter & Levy shall have the right, however, to surrender and release the

The claims are near the north end of Little Mountain at 
altitudes ranging from 3,700 feet to about 4,800 feet, the 
altitude of the Big Horn River on the western boundary of 
the claims. 


The property is underlain chiefly by limestone of the Madison 
formation of Mississippian age,.but in places, remnants of 
the Amsden shale overlie the limestone. 


Ore deposits, consisting of uranium-bearing solution-cavity 
fillings and mineralized limestone immediately below caverns, 
had been found and exploited on the Lisbon Company's property 
at the Modern Mines property (DIEA-4564-Idm-ElO95, certified 
August 8, 1958) adjacent to the subject claims. Two such 
structures which had been exp.osed. on the subject claims 
provided the basis of the exploration project. 


The first work completed was the gravity survey1 which resulted 
in the location of 16 gravity anomalies which were interpreted 
to be caused by the most prominent of the caverns. Subsequent 
exploration by drilling 14 of the 16 anomalies resulted in no 
ore finds, from which it was concluded that the caverns were 
entirely open. Secondary anomalies were then drilled on the 
suspicion that the smaller anomalies might represent the 
partly filled cave types, considered most favorable for ore 
deposits on the adjacent properties. The results of this 
drilling were likewise negative. Finally, one company hole 
was deepened to test results of earlier shafting which had 
indicated that some drill holes had failed to reach the 
mineralized cavern fill.
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Radiometric probing of the 27 holes indicated that only three 
holes, T-l-1, T-4-12, and Co. 22, contained appreciable 
amounts of uranium. However, the uranium content in the 
drill cutting samples from the indicated favorable zone of 
hole T-l-1 showed only 0.05% U08 from the 30 to 36 foot 
interval, and in hole 'T Lil2, O.0 )4.% U308 from the 90 to 
92.-foot interval. , No samples from the probe indicated 
favorable zone of hole Co. 22 were available for chemical 
analyses, however, based on the results from holes T-l-1 
and T412, it is a reasonable assumption that the uranium 
content in hole Co. 22 is insignificant. 


The Field examiners state that - "certification of a discovery 
and further exploration of the property is not recommended." 


Comments 


The project work was performed by independent contractors. in 
an efficient manner. However, the Operator had no previous 
mining experience and at times it was very difficult to arrive 
at a firm commitment on the work with its representative in 
.Washington. The Field Team also had the same problem. 


The Division of Minerals agrees with the Field examiners 
that the project should not be certified. Also, it recommends 
that similar projects to explore limestone caverns for 
uranium deposits should be denied. Our experience on this 
and other projects indicate that only small deposits of 
uranium ore are likely to occur in such cave fills.

Enclosed are the original and two copies of a memorandum 
by Frank B.. Moore, Geological Survey, and E. 0. Binyon, Bureau of 
Mines, in which certain major changes in the subject contract tare 
recommended. Also enclosed are eight copies each of two maps, 
Figures 1 and 2, for possible use in an amendment to the contract. 


At the time of the original examination and report, we 
considered that this project would be difficult to administer, the 
results hard to interpret, and, at best, the rewards would be modest. 
We did, however, recommend the project, . a recommendation based prin-
cipally on the very significant ore deposit found on the Lisbon 
Uranium Co. property two miles to the east, where geologic conditions 
are belTved to be simi] to those on the subject property 


Subsequent to the consummation of contract No. Idm-Ell73, 
exploration on the Jet claims of Modern Mines Development Co. (contract 
Idtn-E1O95), one mile to the east of the subject property, has proven 
the difficulty f exploration for uranium deposits in partly filled 
caverns in the Madison limestone. Based on data available at this 
time, I seriously doubt that similar projects would now be approved. 


We do, however, have a valid contract with the Operator, 
and to date insufficient work has been completed to either confirm 
or disprove the presence of significant uranium ore deposits on the 
property. Some of the assumptions upon which our recommendations were 
based have proven to be	 e inrôr and considerable new data has become 
available subsequent to our recommendations. In view of our present 
knowledge of the area, it appears necessary to amend contract No. Idm-
El175, as recommended in the attached memorandum, in order to continue 
efficient exploration of the subject property.

If you approve the reconmiend.ed changes in the contract, a 
very thorough review of Stage I, Phase 2, work (gravity meter survey) 
should be made before approval is given for continued exploration 
under subsequent Phase 3 and Stage II.

Following several telephone conferences and correspondence 


with the Field Team, the operator in a letter dated August 19, 1958, 


requested that Phase 1 of Stage I of the contract be deleted and that 


the contract be further modified; (1) to allow 221 additional gravim-


eter stations, (2) to increase the depth of drill holes from 170 to 


200 feet and, (3) to deepen 10 company drill holes to a depth of 200 


feet. A second letter dated August 23, 1958, requested that costs of 


$1.50 afoot be allowed for cleaning out company drill holes prior to 


deepening.


Previously, work on Phase 2, Stage I of the above contract 


was started on June 13, 1958, without accomplishing any work under 


Phase 1. On about June 20, 1958, Phase 2 work was stopped by the 


operator before completion, apparently upon his realization that pro-


visions of the contract were not being fulfilled. A field conference
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was held on the property on July 8, 1958, between R. L. Christie, 


representing the operator, and E • 0. Binyon, Bureau of Mines, and 


F. B. Moore, Geological Survey, DMEA field examiners. C. H. Wilson 


of Salt Lake City, who is doing the Phase 2 geophysical work under 


contract to the operator, was present also. An attempt was made to 


work out a revised program of exploration, acceptable to both the 


operator and the Government. 


The contract as drawn is based on the assumption that the 


fracture pattern, prominent on aerial photographs, can be located on

the ground with reasonable surety. L. D. Jarrard, geologist for Modern 


Mines on a nearby property and as consultant on the Ryan Consolidated 


claims, the person who made the geologic interpretations of the applica-


tion, assured the field examiners at the time of the original examina-


tion that the fracture pattern could be located on the ground. Jarrard 


is not working in the area at this time and apparently no longer rep-


resents the operator. Christie, the operators current representative., 


contends, and we concur that the major fractures either cannot be 


located on the ground or cannot be distinguished from minor ones. 


Therefore, the contract as drawn is not workable. 


The gravimeter method in a survey of this type imposes certain 


limitations. Wilson states that irregularities of terrain or  cover 


of soil or Amsden formation above a certain minimum make geophysical 


interpretation unreliable. Therefore, some of the areas planned for
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possible exploration cannot be explored by gravimeter. However, the 


examiners believe that the areas which can be covered by geophysical 


means (fig. 1) are representative and are as favorable, in light of 


current knowledge, as the rest of the property. By an evalut1on of 


these areas, a reasonable evaluation of the entire property can be 


made.


Before the original examination was made, members of the 


Geophysical Branch were consulted. It was their opinion that for most 


gravimeter surveys a random pattern could be used. Because the frac-


ture pattern has proved to be extremely difficult if not impossible to 


use,a random pattern can no longer be applied. Traverses such as 


Wilson proposes must be a certain minimum length (1,000 feet) in order 


to establish a gradient. The spacing of gravimeter stations along a 


traverse is optional but, of course, should depend on the size of the 


targets. Wilson prefers a spacing of 50 feet; as some of the productive 


ore bodies of the nearby Lisbon Exploration Co. were small and shallow, 


the request for 50-foot stations appears to be reasonable and is recom-


mended although it will reduce the amount of coverage. 


The operator wishes to deepen 10 holes previously drilled by 


the company in the prospect 2 area (fig. 2). Exploration by shafts and 


incline as well as data from nearby properties show that the ore hori-


zons exist at depths greater than expected when the original application 


was made. Because mineralized caverns, only the upper parts of which 


have been explored by workings, are known to exist in the prospect 2
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area, deepening of the holes might discover ore in the more favorable 


lower parts. However, because of the close spacing of the company 


drill boles plus lack of data on some, only 3 holes are recommended 


for deepening (fig. 2)0 


The operator also requests a modification allowing all holes 


to be drilled to a depth of 200 feet versus the 170 foot average allowed. 


Exploration work by Lisbon Uranium and Modern Mines on nearby properties 


since the time of the original examination shows that a favorable hori-


zon does exist at about 170-180 feet or about 30 feet below the deepest 


favorable horizon known previously. Therefore, this request is reason-


able.


Because recent underground exploration at the nearby Modern 


Mines property has shown that the thickness and grade of the ore is 


considerably less than probe results indicated, it is recommended that 


the number of check holes be increased from 2 to 3. 


Because of new data and changed conditions given above, the - 


field examiners believe that by modifying the contract a more satis-


factory exploration program can be conducted. No increase in total 


cost of the contract results from the recommended modifications although 


the number of holes drilled under both stages will be reduced.

DESCRIPTION OF THE FIELD WORK 


Conditions controlling the development of porous and cav-


ernous zones and the deposition of uranium mineralization in 


the Madison limestone in this District are not well understood, 


as yet. It is known that certain cavernous zones in the sub-


surface favor the deposition of uranium mineralization, some-


times in commercial grades and quantities. As exploration guides, 


sites of intersecting fractures, local structural basins, surface 


slumps, etc. in the Madison limestone are believed to indicate 


sites of possible development of cavernous conditions below.

Mr. Elvin Kanter visited this office at 1:30 p.m., 
June 20, 1958, to discuss a change in the description of the 
work under Stage I. Phase 2, gravimetric survey, to allow 
more latitude in the locations of the stations. 


He said the gravimetric survey had been started, 
but that it had been stopped as it was not feasible to con-
form to the requirements of placing a station on each of the 
holes shown on map Figure 2. I asked If this matter had been 
discussed with the Field Team.. He said it had and the Field 
Team stated that the contract would have to be amended if 
some of the hole locations were not covered by the gravimetric 
stations.


I called J. W. Townsend at 3:30 p.m., and advised 
him of my talk with Kanter. He said that "Wilson!' had located 
a few anomalous spots and that Kanter-Levy wanted to start 
drilling on these areas, and later continue the gravimetric 
survey. However, this proposal was not submitted in writing. 
Townsend mentioned that the Field Team,was having a hard time 
in getting a definite line-up of the proposed work from the 
Applicant.


I mentioned that, if necessary, the contract 
description for the locations of the gravImetric stations 
could be amended In keeping with the purpose of the gravimetric 
survey. Mr. Townsend agreed that this should be done as it was 
quite possible that some of the areas covered by the drill 
holes in Figure 3 should be eliminated. However, he suggested 
that we wait until the Operator made a written request for a 
change in the Stage I. Phase 2, gravimetrlc survey, work.

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof.

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Independent contracts.—To the extent that the allowable costs are, estimated in Exhibit "A" 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so performed; 
but if the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract requires the Government's 
approval thereof, payments under such contract will not be allowable costs unless the Government gives 
its written approval of the contract. Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific and 
identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions of this 
exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its rights under 
this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, 'shall not be affected thereby.

ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs.—(a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" by categories as specified in this article. If any category or subcategory is 
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory are not allowable. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any 
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the 
estimate of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government;

To the extent specified in this article or in Exhibit "A" the following categories, subcategories, and 


elements thereof are maximums; but if not so specified either here or in Exhibit "A" they are not maxi-
mums, and may be exceeded within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work: 


CATEGORY (1)—INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.—Work to be performed under independent contracts 
(see Article 4(b)). The estimated total amount of this category and the estimated cost of each unit of 
work for performance under an independent contract are maximums.

Subcategory (a) —Rental.—The number of each object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the 


rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour], and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)—Purchases.—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory ( c) —Depreciation.—All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 
CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of this category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maxifrium.
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CATEGORY (6) —NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS).—
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7) —MISCELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first & categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments.—Any'costs incurred by-the Operator under,any rental-purchase agree- 


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for , the purchase -of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase' price is defer- red more than 90' days fróm the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary, course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in' costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subct to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article v. 8. See Annex I.Y. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the. reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report.showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a , geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or coicentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals,'friinecl or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or de'(ielopment, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may' make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions' on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that' term is used 
herein. Any cots of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatnent processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percertages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows; 
One and one-half (1 1/2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which 591d 7 held, or used, plus one-half (1/2)
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($ 0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 31/2) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal ofproperty.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


M. Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property -is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to cOntribute to costs not then incurred other than such as'may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the' Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved' of 'all 'obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government inthis paragraph." (b)" is in addi- 
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under. the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

Reference is made to our conversation of May 3, 
1958. At that time I outlined to you the difficulties 
(with respect to costs) that Kanter & Levy would have to 
face in our exploration of our Little Mountain, Wyoming 
project.


One of these difficulties is a fear that the 
price for drilling in which the DMEA will participate is 
too low when the peculiarities of the formations to be 
drilled are considered. Another is that $.25 per foot for 
less than 10,000 feet of-drilling (in the first stage) is 
not enough. for "incidentals" when it appears that these 
u incidentals V? include overhead, rental of probing equip-
ment, the pay, maintenance and travel of a supervisor, 
accounting, reports, etc. But these things are not the 
worst of our difficulties nor ones that would necessarily 
require us to refrain from conducting an exploration 
project at this time. 


There is, however, a factor which, may, when con-
sidered with the other factors, require us to reappraise our 
entire attitude on this project. As you no doubt will re-
call, our first stage drilling request was reduced by the 
DNEA from 15,000 to approximately 7,000 feet. The basis 
for this reduction I am told was the belief that the 
geophysical examination which. was approved would reduce 
the number of non-mineralized holes. But after reducing

our footage, and thereby limiting our ability to find 
the ore that may exist, the DMEA appears to have sailed 
to estimate correctly the cost of the approved geo-
physical examination. 


Immediately upon receiving information that 
an approved contract was awaiting submission of certain 
consents to lien, I approached Clyde H. Wilson of Salt 
Lake City, Utah, to make arrangements to begin the 
geophysical work. When I told him of our DMEA commit-
ment and of our desire to stay within it if possible, 
he was amazed. He informed me that the $3.00 per station 
figure mentioned in one of his letters to us was only 
possible if a two or three month program were pursued. 
For only 6O9 stations, the move-in, move-out costs, 
plus the minimum rental of special equipment would 
raise the cost considerably. At my request, he wrote 
us his outline of how a geophysical examination should 
be conducted and his estimate of costs. These costs 
were not definitely stated, but they appeared to exceed 
the DMEA commitment. After speaking with you on May 3, 
1958, I called Mr. Wilson and requested his minimum 
charge for 600 stations. His reply, which is attached, 
is, I believe, self-explanatory. 


We are most anxious to begin work on this ex-
ploration project at once. We have incurred considerable 
expense in which the DMEA will not participate, including 
a side trip toGreybull and Little Mountain to examine 
the title and convince the royalty holders to sign Con-
sents to Lien. I respectfully submit that an increase 
in the DMEA contract for geophysical work is amply justi-
fied. Is there any way that we can get suóh a revision 
within the next few days?

ARTICLE 1. This contract is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 
1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200), the attached Exhibit "A," Annex I, and Jp -- ----- amended.


 
The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right thereunder without the written 


consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.—(a) The land which is the subject of this contract (here-

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification 'of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes 
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 8, it shall thereafter have 
no claim against the land or any production therefrom except for any production referred to in Article 
8(b) (1). 


ARTICLE 3. The exploration project.—The project is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits

is described in Exhibit "A." The Operator on or before -------------------------------------------------shall commence 
the work, and on or before De — ----- -----------( unless the Operator's obligation to prosecute 
the work is terminated—see Article 10) shall either have completed the work or shall have incurred 
allowable costs (see Article 6) in a sum not less than the estimated total allowable cost set forth in 
Exhibit "A." 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and . safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Independent contracts.—To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit "A" 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so performed; 
but if the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract requires the Government's 
approval thereof, payments under such contract will not be allowable costs unless the Government gives 
its written approval of the contract. Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific and 
identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions of this 
exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its rights under 
this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected thereby. Regard-
less of the provisions of any such independent contract and regardless of the Government's approval 
thereof, the Government will participate in payments to the independent contractor only on account of 
work performed in accordance with the provisions of this exploration project contract, and only to the 
extent that the Government deems the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be 
reasonable. 


(c) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the

The Government shall contribute 7	 percent of the allowable costs as they are incurred in a total sum 
not in excess of -------------------------- : Provided, That until the Operator has 
rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Government has been 
made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may withhold from 'the last 
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voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the 
work or not in excess of the amount of the Government's contribution to the cost of property which is or 
may become subject to disposal as provided in Article 9(c), whichever is greater. The Government will 
make its contribution on the basis, of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 7(b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled. "Costs incurred" mean costs that have been paid or have 
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov-
ernment may make payments directly to independent contractors and suppliers for the , account of the 
Operator rather 'than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs.—(a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" 'by 'categories as specified in this article. If any category or subcategory is 
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory are not allowable. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any 
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the 
estimate of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government; but except for any such necessary excesses in categories, sub-
categories, or items thereunder the Operator is not obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage 
of the estimated, total allowable cost of the work. 


To the extent specified in this article or in Exhibit "A" the following categories, subcategories, and 
elements thereof are maximums; but if not so specified either here or in Exhibit "A" they are not maxi-
mums, and may be exceeded within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work: 


CATEGORY (1) —INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.—Work to be performed under independent contracts 
(see Article 4(b)). The estimated total amount of this category and the estimated cost of each unit of 
work for performance under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)—PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a)—Supervision.—A11 elements of this subcategory (number of supervisors, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcategory (b) —Technical services.—All elements of this subcategory (number of technicians, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcategory (c)—Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)—OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.—Includes such items as drill bits and steel, 
explosives, fuel,, pipe, power, small tools costing less than $50 each, timber, track. 


CATEGORY (4)—OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a)—Rental.—The number of each object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the 


rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour], and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)—Purchases.—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)—Depreciation.--All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 
CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of this category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fi xtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of 'mine workings) .—The estimated total of this. subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maximum.
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CATEGORY (6)—NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS) 
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7) —MISCELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductio:ns, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 
(b) Nortallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work) 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments.—Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article 9. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by * certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-. 
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustmentuntil final audit by the Government. If work• 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification . shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) , at the point of delivery .(the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
itis extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1 1/2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plusone-half (1/2) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($ 0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half ( 11/2) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 31/2) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(i) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced 'from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the' best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the pfoperty is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell, at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the . Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with 'a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi- 
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to' extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit. 


ARTICLE 13. Changes and added provisions.-

Subject: Review of Field Team Report 


The applicant requested assistance in exploring by random 
drill ing for uranium mineral-(tyuysznunite ) ..bearing material in cavities 
in the Mission Canyon member of the Madison limestone formation 
(Mississippian). The cavities are apparently associated with a frac-
ture pattern related to the northwest-trending Porcupine Creek anticline. 


Some work had been done on the property and ore shipments 
totalling 184 tons of 0. 54% 7308 had been made from shafts and an 
incline put down on driliTholes in collapse material. Drilling and 
mining on properties 2 miles to the east have shown that certain con-
ditions make for sizable ore bodies. The ore is found in and below 
filed rather than empty cavities. 


In order to find the cavities, gravimetric surveys are recom-
mended by the examiners. Once found, non-core drilling would test the 
cavities. Drilling, assisted by 14EA, has indicated one perhaps 2 ore-
bodies on the Modern Mines Development Co. property 2 miles to the east. 
ASindicated by mining at the Lisbon Uranium Co's. operation, also 2 
miles to the east, the cavities which are filled, or nearly filled with 
older collapse breccia and silt appear to be the best traps for uranium 
mineral deposition. 


The work program proposed included random drilling of postu-
lated intersections of fractures and underground. work. The recommended 
drilling will be done where the geophysical survey (gravimetric) in-
dicates cavities exist. No underground work is recommended. 


I concur with the recommendations of the examiners and Field 
Team.

They recommend a modified exploration program 
using a gravity method survey to eliminate those intersections under 
which there are no caverns followed by rotary non-core drilling. It 
is believed that the cost of such a program will be more consistent 
with the estimated ore potential of the properties. 


The recommended exploration program will consist of two 
stages and is estimated to require four and three-fourths months 
to complete at a total cost of $1IO,255.O4. 


We concur in the recommendations of the field examiners.

To reaäh the property from 


Lovell, take State Highway 114 towards Kane and continue for 11.2 miles 


to a dirt road on, the left, just alter crossing a bridge across the 
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Big Horn River. Take the dirt road and continue north for 10 miles 


toward Lisbon Uranium Company's camp. One mile before reaching the 


camp there is a road to the west1 take this and continue for about 


3 miles to the Company camp. On the dirt road off State Highway 


bear right at the first fork and left at the second • The road is 


good but has long steep grades and it is advisable to use chains or 


a four wheel drive vehicle in bad weather. 


TOPOGRAPHY AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


Relief of that part of the claims on which the proposed work is 


to be done is moderate. Most of the claim , area is relatively flat, 


being cut only by short and shallow drainage draws. There are no 


outstanding topographic features other than a few knolls and ridges 


of the Amsden formation. Altitude of the area is about 4,800 feet 


with a gentle slope to the west and south. The altitude of the Big 


Horn River on the western boundary of the claims is about 3,700 feet 


above sea level. 


No water is available on the property and water for drilling and 


domestic use will have to be hauled either from the Big Horn River at 


Kane or from Lovell. 


Vegetation is sparse and consists of sagebrush, grasses, cacti, 


and a scattering of Juniper.
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Summers are moderate with the temperature seldom exceeding 900, 


but the winters are severe with heavy snowfall and sub--zero tempera-


tures for much of the time.. Snow accompanied by high winds blocks 


the roads and can make operations impracticable if not impossible 


for short periods during the winter and early spring. 


There is no electric power available on or in the vicinity of 


the property and either diesel or gasoline-driven equipment will be 


used.


Most small mining supplies can be obtained in Lovell or at Cody 


51 miles west of Lovell; major equipment however would have to be 


purchased at the larger towns such as Casper, Wyoming, and Billings, 


Montana. 


Cowley, Wyoming, 29 miles by road southwest of the claims is a 


station on the Chicago, Burlington, and Quincy railroad and a shipping 


point for ore going south to the A.E.C. buying station at Riverton, 


Wyoming.


OWNERSHIP, HISTORY, AND PRODUCTION 


According to a mineral deed recorded as of November 30, 1956, 


Entry No, 367170, Book 1611, page 374 at the Office of the Ex Officio 


Register of Deeds for Big Horn County at Basin, Wyoming, the claims

A. Hodson, Stanley Praetor, and Anon Praetor. By an agreement dated

History of the property is sketchy; the Super Cub Mining Company 


first operated the property and shipped 74.6 tons of ore with an 


average content of 0.728 percent U308 valued at $5,033.70 without 


Initial Production Bonus. 


Ryan Consolidated Venture No.2 did considerable rotary drilling, 


sank two shafts and drove an incline from which 213 feet of drifting


was done. Also several small pits were opened up on surface exposures. 
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Ryan shipped a total of 109.79 tons with a grade of 0.1113 percent 


U308 and a value of $11,076.16. 


Total production from the property to date is 184.38 short tons 


of ore having an average content of 0.5115 percent U 308. Total value 


of the ' ore was $9,109.86 without the Initial Production Bonus. 


There is no production at present. 


PRESENT STATUS 


The property is now inactive. There is a good camp consisting 


of several small buildings ,on the property and as stated under the 


section History considerable exploratory rotary drilling with some 


opencut work has been done to explore what the applicant considered 


the most favorable locations. Also one incline with drifts was'c 


driven to, develop a favorable show indicated by the drilling. Two 


shafts were sank on two boles (hole.:12 in the row of holes AA and 


hole 211 in row e-e) that, by probe, showed good values over a con-


siderable thickness.

Mining, milling1 and other facilities 


The mining equipment on the property consists of two headframes 


over shaft 12 and shaft 211 and miscellaneous small mining tools such 


as jackleg drills, hoses, bits, and steel. There' is no milling equip-


ment on the property. As mentioned, there is a good camp on the 
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property consisting of an office building, bunk house, tool shed, a 


powder house and facilities for fuel storage. 


GEOLOGY V 


The Rrp.n Consolidated claims are underlain chiefly by Mississippian 


Madison limestone but in places erosion remnants of Amsden shale cover 


the top of the Madison. The Ryan claims are on the west flank of the 


northwest-trending Porcupine Creek anticline the axis of which separates 


the claims from ore-producing properties of Lisbon Uranium Company about 


2 miles east. 


Secondary uranium minerals, chiefly tyuyamunite, occur in and 


immediately below solution cavities in the Mission Canyon or topmost 


member of the Madison formation. Some of the solution cavities are 


open; some are filled or partly filled with collapse breccia and silt 


possibly antedating deposition of overlying rocks; some are filled with 


large boulders of recent collapse material. The open cavities are 


barren. The cavities which are filled or nearly filled with older 


collapse breccia and silt appear to be the best traps for uranium 


deposition as exemplified by the Lisbon Uranium Company's deposits. 


The cavities filled with recent collapse material may have an equal 


potential but exposures are too limited to properly evalute them. 


The Ryan workings have exposed the tops of two such structures.

The deposits are believed to have formed from descending ground 


water. Pit No. 1 of the Ryan claims contains thin seams of tyuyamunite 


on top of 1... to 2-inch shale layers. The Lisbon workings contain 


tyuyamunite in thin bedded, somewhat fractured limestone beneath cavities 


nearly filled with cemented breccia and silt. The filling apparently 


obstructed the flow of solutions and as the deposits have a rather 


impervious bottom the solutions deposited uranium. Ryan's Prospect 


area No. 2 has two shafts and an incline • The incline and one shaft 


cut a mass of loose boulders as much as 10 feet in diameter with open 


spaces between. Because many openings are below the present workings, 


solutions could easily move downward carrying the uranium with them. 


If a solid bottom exists below these cavities especially if filled 


above with closely packed debris, a favorable trap could be formed. 


A few small pockets of tyuyamunite exist in the present workings 


apparently trapped by very local conditions. Ryan's pit No. 3 contains 


only small amounts of uranium on fractures. Ryan pit No. 1 resembles 


the Lisbon deposits but on a small scale. A small fracutre-controlled 


cavity has been partly filled with silt. Calcite in seams is rather 


abundant and limonite plentiful. Tyuyamunite occurs in seams up to 


6 inches thick associated with the limonite. and calcite. 


The caverns at the Ryan properties are probably controlled by 


fractures as, it is believed, are other caverns in the district. 
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Three major sets of fractures have been located from aerial photographs. 


The most prominant set trends N 40 W parallel to the axis of the anti' 


dine • Two other sets trend N 70 0 E and N 300 E. Although caverns 


observed to date are apparently related to fractures no trend can be 


established from the limited exposures. 


ORE RESERVES 


An estimate of ore reserves on the property is not feasible at 


this time.


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 



Applicant's proposed exploration program 


In the application it is proposed to explore the Mission Canyon 


member of the Madison formation to a depth of approximately 170 feet 


by a two-stage rotary non-core drilling and drifting program. Under 


Stage I of the program 89 rotary non-core holes are to be drilled in 


a random pattern at or near fracture intersections to an aggregate 


total depth of 15,000 feet. Also 14 drifts totaling 450 feet in length 


are to be driven, "A" drift is to be driven 50 feet as an extension of 


the southernmost crosscut off the incline on the Tri Pacer No. 4 claim. 


"B" drift 200 feet in length is to be driven to explore the area east 


and west of shaft No. 12 and would connect with the center drift off 


the incline. Both drifts are to be 5 x 7 feet in cross section and 
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would be started from existing workings. "C" and "D" are to be 


inclined drifts or adits 9 x 9 feet in cross section from the surface 


and each is to be 100 feet in length. The "C" incline would explore 


the most favorable mineralization in the pit at Prospect 1 located on 


the common side line of the Broken Heart claims Nos • 8 and 9 and "D" 


incline would explore Prospect 4 on the Vista No. 7 claim (see appli-


cant's maps, Super Cub Mining Company claim map, and Ryan Consolidated 


Venture No. 2 map no. 1t, area 2)0 


The applicant also has included 50 hours standby time and 75 hours 


of bulldozing work for access to and preparation of drill sites. 


Stage II is to consist of about 47 rotary non-core drill holes or 


a total of 8,000 feet of drilling and 800 feet of drifting. The exact 


location and size of the drifts for this stage are not designated. 


Also included under Stage II are 25 hours of standby time and 20 hours 


for roads to and preparation of drill sites. The applicants, estimate 


of the cost of the project is given below:

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Recommended exploration programV 


In the opinion of the examining team, the applicant's program 


is too extensive and costly on the basis of the estimated ore potential 


of the area. Further it is believed that the drifts and inclines would 


be development if not in some instances actual mining, and should not 


be included in an exploration program. Also a program based on fracture 


intersections as the indicators of caverns at depth would be expensive 


inasmuch as there is no assurance that caverns would exist below any 


given intersection. Since Lisbon Uranium Company who operate a pro-


ducing mine in the area has used geophysical methods (gravimeter) with 


great success in locating caverns it is believed that a gravimetric 


survey would be more certain to locate caverns and that the use of this 


method would materially reduce the cost of exploration. The use of 


geophysical methods was discussed with Mr. Burleson and, it is his 


opinion that the gravity survey will be acceptable to the applicant 


A modified program using a gravity method survey to eliminate 


those intersections under which there are no caverns, followed by 


rotary non-core drill1ngis recommended. It is believed that the cost 


of such a program will be more consistant with the estimated ore poten-


tial of the property. 


The recommended program will consist .of two stages and will require 


4.3/1 months to complete. The time for completion is based on a drill-


ing rate of 170 feet per day for a 26 day month with an allowance of 
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1-1/2 months for completion of the gravimetric survey and one-half 


month for the final report. An outline of the work to be done under 


Stage I and Stage II of the modified program is as follows: 


Stage I


(1)Locate and mark on the ground major fracture intersections in 


the favorable area (fig. 2). Aerial photographs should be 


used as a guide in locating the intersections. 


(2)A survey of the major intersections by geophysical methods 


(gravimeter) including elevations of a maximum of 600 stations. 


These stations are to include all drill hole locations selected 


by the applicant. Al]. survey and relative data are to be sub-


uiitted to the Government. 


(3)Drill 40 rotary non-core holes to an approximate depth of 170 


feet on the most favorable anomalies indicating caverns as 


determined by the gravity survey. Should more than 140 caverns 


be located the most favorable ones are to be drilled. If less 


than 40 caverns are found the unused footage could possibly be 


used for additional offset holes under Stage II. 


(4)Two holes with the highest radiometric probe results are to be 


offset as closely as possible--not to exceed a distance 


3 feet from the hole--with assay holes to check the probe 


results. The two offset assay holes are to be drilled to 


approximately 5 feet above the mineralized zone as determined in







holes being offset then cased and samples of the cuttings 


obtained either by air.or with a bailer. Samples shall be 


taken at 2-foot intervals through the mineralized section 


and shall be assayed chemically for uranium. Assay results 


are to be used for purposes of calibration and are to be 


submitted with the probe results to the Government. 


Stage U 


This stage is to be implemented only if probe results of Stage I 


holes, as calibrated by the assay holes, indicate at least one foot of 


0.2 percent U308. 


It Is estimated that 32 boles, or a total of 5,11140 feet of rotary 


non-core drilling, will be sufficient for offsetting mineralized holes 


of Stage I.

Holes shall be drilled no closer than 100 feet to the property 


boundaries. 


The applicant is agreeable to an actual and fixed cost contract. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The potential of the Little Mountain district is judged largely 


on the results of exploration by Lisbon Uranium Company. Lisbon's 


ore bodies are estimated to be in the order of several thousand tons 


of 0.5 to 0.8 percent U308. The ore occurs in and just below filled 


caverns in the Madison limestone. 


The environmental conditions at the Ryan claims appear to be 


generally similar to the Lisbon properties. However, small undetected 


differences could influence ore deposition to a considerable degree. 


One notable difference is that caverns explored to .date by Ryan have 


been more open - the sces between collapse blocks have not been filled 
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whereas at Lisbon little open space remains except at the top of 


caverns • The bottoms. of the Ryan caverns may be equally good traps 


but exploration to date has not reached the needed depths. 


The area is difficult to explore because surface indications of 


radioactivity cannot be used as a guide. Nor can the locations of 


caverns be determined except by geophysical methods or hit and miss 


drilling of fracture intersections. 


Because it is believed that significant quantities of uranium 


may be present in hidden caverns on the Ryan Consolidated claims, it 


is recommended that a modified exploration program be approved.

During my review of the royalty correspondence it appears that the Titan 
Mining Company, Mr. Stanley E. Preator one of the leasors, fails, each 
time a shipment is made, to notify the mill that 5 percent of the gross 
proceeds should be sent to the OME for repayment of the Government's 
share in the captioned contract. The latest shipment did not go to 
Susquehanna-Western but to Gas Hills Partners, and the latter was 
obviously not informed of the Government's lien on the Cave Line, et al., 
claims production, as the entire settlement was paid directly to Titan. 
According to the settlement statement enclosed, the total gross settlement 
amounted to $4,3111..61. The Titan Mining Company owes five percent of this 
amount or $215 . 73 in royalty due. 


The Titan Mining Company should again be reminded that the respective 
mill to which they ship ore should be notified of the lien on the ore 
produced from the above captioned claims, and subsequent arrangements 
made to send the royalty due to the OME, Region III office.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


On October 14, 1957, Kanter-Levy Company, 25 Broad Street, 


New York 4, New York, applied for Government financial assistance under 


the DMA program to explore for uranium on the Cave Line and other 


claims in Big Horn County, Wyoming. The applicant proposed to explore 


mineralized caverns in limestone by a two-stage rotary non-core drill-


ing and drifting program at a total estimated cost of $121,990.08. 


The property was examined by F. B. Moore, geologist, Geological 


Survey, and E. 0. Binyon, mining engineer, Bureau of Mines, October 29 


and 30, 1957. A two-stage modified exploration program was recommended 


which called for a gravity survey followed by non-core drilling at a 


total project cost of $40,255.04. 


A contract, Idin-E1173, dated February 25, 1958, was awarded which 


provided for a two-stage gravity survey, core, and non-core drilling 


program at a total estimated cost of $41,240.00, with Government par-


ticipation at 75 percent or not to exceed $30,930.00. 


Work under the contract was initiated June 13, 1958, and was com-


pleted June 4, 1959. It was. confined to Stage I work which comprised 


a gravity survey of the property and the testing of anomalous areas by
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the drilling and the radiometric probing of 5,165 feet in 27 holes. The 


total accepted cost of the project was $19,429.46 of which the Govern-


ment's share at 75 percent is $14 .,072.10. The contract was terminated 


October 31, 1959. 


Although solution cavities- - some open, others fil1ed to varying 


degrees with collapse breccia, boulders, and silt--were found, zones of 


significant uranium mineralization were no encountere,d. Consequently, 


certification of a discovery and further exploration of the property 


by the Government is not recommended. 


PROPERTY



Location and accessibility 


The Cave Line et al • claims are near the north end of Little Moun-


tain in secs. 19, 20, 21, 28, 29, 30, 32, and 33, T. 58 N., R. 94 W., 


sixth principal meridian, Big Horn County, Wyoming (fig. 1). Lovell, 


Wyoming, is about 25 miles by road southwest of the claims. 


Physical features 


The claim area is relatively flat being cut only by short and 


shallow draws. Altitude of the area ranges from about 4,800 feet to 


about 3,700 feet, the altitude of the Big Horn River on the western 


boundary of the claims. Vegetation is sparse and consists of sagebrush, 


grasses, cacti, and a scattering of juniper. Water in very limited
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quantities is available from stock ponds some Ii. miles distant. Water 


in commercial quantities must be hauled from the Big Horn River at Kane 


or from Lovell.


Ownership 


Kanter-Levy Company, a partnership composed of Joseph H. Kanter 


and Leon Levy, is lessee of the land included in the contract. The 


claims are recorded in the official records of Big Horn County, Basin, 


Wyoming, as follows:

These claims were conveyed to J. K. Crosszuan and 'Seymour Hootkins 


by a mining deed dated October 12, 1956, signed by Vaughn A. Hodson, 


reserving a 12-21 percent interest to the grantors. In an assignment of 


overriding royalty dated October 17, 1956, J. K. Crossman and Seymour 
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Hootkins assigned a 2 percent overriding royalty to S. A. WirLfrey. 


Crossman and Hootkins hold title to the claims in trust for Ryan Con-


solidated Venture #2, a joint venture. Under an agreement dated 


August 9, 1957, as amended by an agreement dated September 10, 1957, 


Ryan Consolidated Venture #2 granted Kanter-Levy the right to acquire an 


undivided 50 percent interest in the land. 


History and production 


The Super Cub Mining Company first operated the property and 


shipped 74.6 tons of ore averaging 0.73 percent U303 . Ryan Consolidated 


Venture #2 then did considerable rotary drilling, sank two shafts, and 


drove an incline from which 213 feet of drifting was done. Several small 


pits also were opened on surface exposures. Ryan shipped a total of 


109.79 tons of ore averaging 0.41 percent U308. 


As far as known, the property has not been reactivated since 


termination of the DMEA contract. 


GEOLOGY 


The property is underlain chiefly by limestone of the Madison 


formation, but in places remnants of the Amsden shale overlie the lime-


stone • These sedimentary rocks dip gently westward away from the axis 


of the northwesterly-trending Porcupine Creek anticline, the major 


structural feature in the area. 


Ore deposits consist of uranium-bearing solution-cavity fillings, 


and mineralized limestone immediately below caverns. The ore mineral

is mostly tyuyamu.nite which occurs as coatings on fracture surfaces, 


in small pockets in sandy material, and associated with limonite and 


calcite in veins as much as 6 inches in thickness. Solution cavities 


and caverns that are completely open are barren, but ore has been pro-


duced on the nearby Lisbon Company's property from caverns that were 


partly filled with collapse material. The tops of two such structures, 


which were exposed on the (Ryan) property, provided the basis of the 


exploration project. 


The caverns are believed to be related to the fracturing of the 


limestone host rock, and it was suspected that ore bodies would most 


likely be found at intersections of major fractures of different trend. 


Such fractures are not generally visible at the surface but local de-


pressions and small changes in slopes, inferred to represent fractures, 


can be plotted from aerial photography. The prominent fractures trend 


N 400 W, parallel to the axis of the Porcupine Creek anticline, N'700 E, 


and N 300 E, nearly normal to the anticlinal axis. 


PROJECT



pplicant's exploration proposal 


The applicant proposed to explore the Mission Canyon member of the 


Madison formation to a depth of approximately 170 feet by a two-stage 


rotary non-core drilling and drifting program. The program was estimated 


to cost $121,990.28. Stage I of the proposed program was to consist of 


drilling 89 rotary non-core holes to an aggregate total of 15,000 feet 
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and drifting aggregating 450 lineal feet. Stage II was to consist of 


approximately 47 rotary non-core drill holes or a total of 8,000 feet 


of drilling and 800 feet of drifting. The total cost of the proposed 


exploration program was $121,990.08. 


Recommended exploration proposal 


A field examination of the property was made October 29 and 30, 


• 1957, by E. 0. Binyon, mining engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and 


F. B. Moore, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey. W. E. Burleson, the 


applicant's representative, accompanied the field examiners. 


The field examiners concluded that the applicant's program was too 


extensive and costly for the indicated ore potential. A modified pro-


gram using a gravity survey to point up anomalous areas to be followed 


by rotary non-core drilling was recommended. The recommended program 


consisted of two stages of work at an estimated cost of $40,255.04. 


The first stage was recommended to consist of a gravity meter 


survey to be followed by drilling 40 non-core rotary holes to an approxi-


mate average depth of 170 feet on the most favorable anomalies. All holes 


were to be probed radiometrically. The two holes with the highest radio-


metric probe results were to be offset not in excess of 3 feet and the 


indicated mineralized interval cored beginning approximately 5 feet 


above the top of the mineralized zone. 


Stage II, contingent on the results of Stage I work, was recommended 


to consist of drilling 32 holes, or a total of 5,440 feet of rotary non-


core drilling as offsets to mineralized Stage I holes. 
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Approved program 


Contract Idm-E1173, dated February 25, 1958, provided for a two-


stage project the first stage to consist of drilling anomalous areas 


indicated by a gravimetric survey. The second stage was to comprise 


offset drilling to previously drilled favorable holes. Stage I work 


was modified to permit deepening of selected company holes. 


Project work completed 


Project work was initiated June 13, 1958, and was completed June 4., 


1959- It was confined to the operations of Stage I. 


The first work completed was the gravity survey. Relative gravity 


determinations were made at 974 stations dispersed at intervals of 50 


feet along 118,100 feet of traverse lines. 


Rotary non-core drilling of the gravity survey's primary anomalous 


area was then completed by drilling 3,372 feet in 17 holes. Anomalies J, 


of secondary order were then tested by drilling 1,867 feet in 10 holes 


which included deepening one of the operator's previously drilled holes 


from 87 to 195 feet for 108 feet. Of two other company holes approved 


for deepening, one could not be located and an attempt to drill the other 


was unsuccessful. 


The total project drilling in the 27 holes was 5, 239 feet. The 


approved total, based on the probed depths, was 5,165 feet. Other ap-


proved and completed work comprised four radiometric and chemical assays 


for tJ3O8 and the job of setting up the rig for the hole deepening. 
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Drill hole data is given in Table 1, and units of acceptable work 


with costs subject to audit are shown in Table 2. 


The contract was terminated October 31, 1959. 


Efficiency of operations 


C. H. Wilson, geophysist, 'Salt Lake City, Utah, did the gravity 


meter survey work, report of which formed the basis for Stage I work. 


The report is considered to be adequate. 


The drilling was done by Teton Exploration Drilling Co., Casper, I 


Wyoming. The first drilling was supported by inadequate lithologic 


logs. The condition was soon rectified and has since been satisfactory. 


Mr. Russell Christie, mining engineer, Lisbon Uranium Corp., Lovell,, 


Wyoming, acted as the project representative for the operator. 


The operations were pursued in a diligent and workmanlike manner. 


Results of the project 


The geophysical survey resulted in the location of 16 gravity



anomalies which were interpreted to be caused by the most prominent of 


the caverns. Subsequent exploration by drilling of ]A of the 16 anomalies 


resulted in no ore finds, from which it was concluded that the caverns 


were entirely open. Secondaryanomalies were then drilled on the sus-


picion that the smaller anomaly might represent a partly filled cave. 


The results of this drilling were likewise negative. Finally one company 


hole was deepened in a known mineralized area to test results of earlier 


shafting which had indicated that some drill holes had failed to reach 


the mineralized cavern fill.
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Radiometric probing of the 27 holes indicated that only three of 


the holes, Nos. T-l-1, T-4-12 1 and Co.22, contained appreciable amoi.ints 


of uranium. However, as shown in Table 1, the uranium content in the 


drill cutting samples from the indicated favorable zones of holes T-l-1 


and T-4-12 was found to be insignificant by both radiometric and chemi-


cal assays. No samples from the probe-indicated favorable zone of hole 


Co.22 were available for chemical analysis. However, based on the 


results from holes T-l-1 and T-4_12, it is a reasonable assumption that 


the uranium content in hole Co.22 is insignificant. 


ORE RESERVES 


The property contains no known reserves of uranium ore.



CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The results of the project were unfavorable since exploration of 


the most favorable portions of the property, as determined by a geo-


physical survey, found no zones of significant uranium mineralization. 


Consequently, certification of a discovery and further exploration of 


the property by the Government is not recommended.

In accordance with DI.M.LA. Docket No. 4849, initial gravity work 
was conducted during June, 1958 , along Traverses 1, 2, and 3 . Operations 
were then suspended until November 11, 1958, for. renegotiation of the contract. 
On.November 11th the gravity work was resumed and proceeded until 11relative 


gravity" determinations were made at 974 stations disposed at intervals of 50 
feet along 148,100 feet of traverse across areas specified in the contract. 


Anomalies (gravity .Ilowe) were indicated at 60 traverse locations, 
most of which have been incorporatöd. into 19 general areas of gravity low, 
as pointed out In Mr. Clyde H. WilsOn t s Gravity Survey Report of December, 
1958. These areas of gravity low represent the presence of porous and/or 
cavernous conditions in the Madison limestone favorable to the occurrence of 
uranium mineralization.	 .	 .	 . 


Reference is made to Mr. Wilson t s report for the most favorable 
locations for possible deposits. of Uranium ore. In addition to a statement
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of survey results and recommendations, the report contains 5 maps, a descrip. 
tion and. explanation of the field work and. a tabulation giving the elevations 
and value of relative gravity at-each-gravity station. The final reports 
pertaining to the Gravity Survey were submitted by Mr. Wilson and are not 
included with this report. 


From these gravity results 17 "primary target" and 13 ttsecondary 
target" drillhole locations were designated. 


On March 6, 1959, two drilling units of Teton Elxploration Drilling 
Company, Inc. commenced drilling the 17 primary target" locations under, the 
provisions of Stage 1, Phase 2 of the captioned contract as amended by 
Amendment No. 1. These initial 17 holes were completed. on March 21, 1959'. 
Work was, resumed on May 26th and between that date and June 4th, 1959, 
9 "secondary target" holes were 'drilled under the provisions of Stage 1, 
Phase 2 of the captioned contract as amended by Amendment No. 1 and as approved 
in 'writing by Region III O.M.E.. Field Team on April 17, 1959. Also performed. 
during May was the deepening of "Company Hole #22 k from 87 feet to 194 feet, 
194 feet being the probed. depth. "Company Hole #25" was relocated and deepened. 
from 79 feet to 105 feet, however' at this latter depth the drilling contractor' 
was unable to penetrate deeper due to loose, sloughing rocks and clays and the 
hole was abandoned.. "Company Hole #].O hI which was to have been deepened was 
never relocated. This hole had been drilled prior' to a stripping operation 
conducted at the same location. The 11 company holes" mentioned above were 
drilled on the property prior to'the execution of the D.M.LA. contract and 
the additional work listed above was approved therein. 
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• All holes were &rilled.nom-Core using compressed air as the drilling 


medium.	 The cuttings from each 2-foot section of drill hole were recovered: 


• by a Duclone type collecting apparatus and tested for radioactivity. 	 Each

• Cuttings recovered from the drill holes were logged geologically 
and in instances where a cavern had been penetrated and drilling progressed 
below the cavern, affording no return of. the cuttings to the surface, the 
formation characteristics were logged. as 11blind. results" and were determined.

DISCUSSION OP RESULTS 


Included, in the report are Geologic Logs for each hole drilled. In 
many of the holes drilled. porous and./or , cavernous conditions were encountered 
that eliminated the return of the cuttings to the surface; the cuttings from 
the drill hole below the cavernous zone would deposit on the floor of the cave 
rather than' return, to the 'surface. In these instances, the formations enco'uxi .


-tered were logged on the enclosed. geologic logs as Blind Results and were 
determined by the "feel" as the drilling progressed. 


In addition to the above 'eo'logic logs a 'Pactual Data Tabulation" 
has been included. which affords at a glance the examination Of all data per. 
tinent to the individual drill hole. This data includes the depth drilled, 
depth probed, interval from which cuttings were recovered, cavernous zones, 
depth intervals of significant mineralization, depth of peak mineralization 
and the equivalent percentage of U303 assuming the mineralization is in 
equilibrium, radiometric to chemical. A map is-'attached showing the location 
of all holes drilled.

The best weighted. grade 'mineralization encountered in the drilling 
was in 110ompany Hole #22 11 . The radioactivity was at a depth of 66 to 72 feet 
with the better zone representing two feet of .20%. No samples were available 
from this zone since it had been drilled previously to the, D.M,E.A. contract. 


The second best mineralization was obtained in Hole 7 D.-1.-1 at .a 
depth of 35 feet. The peak reading at this point would represent .31% U308

The four samples listed have been split and will be assayed. The results of 
these four samples, should not affect., the, programing of the' secondary target 
locations of the Phase II drilling program beyond the fact that they represent 
the highest degree of mineralization encountered in the 17 primary target 
locations.


The assay reports pertaining to the four samples mentioned above will 
be forwarded with our next progress report 


It is reconended that all secondary target locations on the various 
42 traverses be abandoned in view of. the extreme lack of mineralization in the 
holes drilled on these traverses in spite of the high degree of success of the 
gravity survey in-locating the cavernous areaá. 


It is also recommended that all secondary target locations to the north 
of Station 15 on the L traverse and 'all secondary target locations to the south 
of Station 10 on, the 6 'traverse be abandonedfor the same reason, and that the 
dashed locations numbered in red on the enclosed map be substituted therefore. 


This request 19 for 9 secondary target hole's rather than the 13 maximum 
allowable. It is further requested that the remaining 4 holes be carried over to 
State II if needed. 


One rig is standing by on the property awaiting approval for these 9 
secondary target holes. We would appreciate immediate expedition on this request.

Preparation of Form MF'-104A-0pèrator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose I of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. Ther& are blank lines, how e'vér, for those unusual phases wlich may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 


ç	 that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment" '  Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the 'Work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account

(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
• , (4) Deferred payments.'' Any costs incurred by the Operator 'under any rental-purchase agree- 


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions, of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The', Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, 'or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage . or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room, or board, furnishing of power or 
services to'third persons, rebates ordiscounts on 'purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern- 
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in" costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within th limit of the original estimated total cost.

If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervisiOn, 
services, materials, supplies,' equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be 'segregated' and accounted for on, a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed' costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)'

(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi- 
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance' with requiremen'ts.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Opeator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or . accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certifica tion.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a . sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may, make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, On account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall. be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
itis extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing.	 . 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, 'or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any , production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
mhrket value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½.) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, 'plus one-half ( ½) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($ 0. 50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess Of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3 1/2) percent.) 
('f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim' is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such -purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing 'in this contract is to be construed as-imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced fro .m the land. 


• ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.— (a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract . shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator.  


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be0treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of 'property.—Upon the completion- of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance' 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall' be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 
• (d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the,Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is' a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1). the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operatorshail be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification. 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the proviions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for-the Government.in  this paragraph "(b)" is in addi- 
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy .the law may 
provide for breach of contract.,. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not, 
Affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis- 
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this proyision shall not be construed to extend to this contract. if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit. .	 .	 .

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to' make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This 'report con- 
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly R4e port and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator 'for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator'8 Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description 'of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case, of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not 'later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of. Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.  


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),. 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract' 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form' MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
iidependent . contract. 


Under Item '(2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the 'exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported, under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase,of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecià-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used-in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under, items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that 'part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported. under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
ther stven categories.  
The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-


bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regjona 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus,' ! 'Certified  True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro 
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of ,the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in .cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—

Preparation of Form MP-104A-0perator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
fom. There'are blank lines, howver, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported fora particular project. 1t will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or lSeriod short of the entire'contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs.

Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the yarious phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The more important 
phases ofoperation on%vhich permanent information is desired ha e been outlined in the- 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phásé' wièh that need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip- 
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form IVIF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing' Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on on charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attfntibtoajiy unusual circufiistaces' causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The attached report gives the results of a gravity survey we haVe 
conducted on your mining property on Little Mountain, near Love]l, Big 
Horn County, Wyoming. This report coVers all work conducted during

sequent correlation have been incorporated into 19 general areas of grav-
ity low , (Report, Plate I). These areas of gravity low represent under- 
lying zones of decreased, rock density, at relatively shallow depths in the, 
subsurface; hence they may indicate the presence of porous and/or cavernous 
concjjtions in the Madison limestone favorable to the occurrence of uranium 
mineralization (Report, pp. 45). 


In order to explore the indicated most favorable locations for pos-
sible deposits of uranium ore, a total of 30 test drill bole locations 
has been recommended and indicated of which 13 are $econdary or alterna-
tive locati9ns,the drilling of which should depend to some extent upon 
results obtained at primary locations (Report, Plate I, and pp. 714).
