2. Physical Description 


(a) During the operating year of 1956 Walter R. Ziebell, 
geologist and mining engineer of Miami, Florida, was employed 
as consultant by Big Horn Locating 	 Inc. for the purpose 
of analyzing the Porcupine. Group properties. Mr. Ziebell 
visited the property on two occasions in 1956, and on his 
second trip located a series of borings he wanted made for 
the purpose of evaluating the ore in this area immediately 
above Porcupine Falls and upstream for a distance of approxi-
mately one mile. 


A map, complete with details, is included herewith 
and designated as Exhibit "B". 


The analysis of the samples taken as shown in Exhibit 
"B" is the factor responsible for our wanting to further de-
velop the possibilities of this land. 


To my knowledge there have been no other extensive 
mining operations conducted on this exact property; but in 
years gone by the old Fortunatus Mine operated at a location 
only £ Our miles from this property. The Fortunatus, being a 
gold mine, derived its values from the deadwood formation. 


(b) The Big Horn Locating CO3 Inc., as stated in 2(a) 
was responsible for and paid for the development work under 
the direction of Mr. Walter Ziebell.
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(c) In that there has been no past nor 
duotion. from these properties, I am unable 
data whatsoever.

(d) To date it is impossible to qualify known ore re-
serves on the property due to our development work being in 
a primary state. 


Fifty 100 lb. samples were sent to Mr. Ziebell's 
laboratory at Miami, Fla. It is Mr. Ziebell's opinion that 
of the five 100 lb. bag samples processed to . date, the ore 
values are sufficient to warrant further exploratory and de-
velopment work. 


I have not ordered the balance of samples assayed 
until such a time as the future planning as to the develop-
ment work f or this land is complete. 


(e) This property under claim is located at an elevation 
varying.from 9,100 ft. to 10,300 ft. in the Porcupine Creek 
valley and adjoining land. The entire mining operation 
would be of the placer type in that the ore body in question 
is made up of sand and gravels, together with some clay, as 
deposited through the many years of erosion. 


Another reference to Exhibit "B" will assist in de-
fining the geologic features of the property. 


(f) We are basing our reasons for expecting to find ore 
on this land on the findings and analysis of Mr. Walter Ziebell, 
whose background is most extensive in the study of the rare earths. 


We have taken samples from the area that we propose 
to explore, and these locations are defined in Exhibit "B". 


To date we have not compiled any assay certificates, 
but all samples are still intact in Mr. Ziebeil's laboratory 
at Miami, Fla. There is considerable cost connected with the 
assaying of these samples, and in that these fifty specimen 
would not be conclusive as far as proving this property, I 


.	 have not ordQred this assay work completed. Thus, I can pro-
ddce no assay certificates. 


•(g) There are no such maps or reports available from our 
files; however, much of the information given in the above 
sections is relative to section (g).

Property can be reached by following State Road 14 
west out of Sheridan, Wyoming, or east out of Lovell, Wyoming. 
Turn north off of said route at a point 2000 ft. east of the 
intersection of State Road 14 and Medicine Wheel Road, which 
is a well-marked side road leading to a national monument. 
Upon leaving Route 14 it becomes apparent by numerous signs 
that you are travelling a road maintained by United States 
Forest Rangers for purposes of patrolling the area known as 
Big Horn Forest Preserve. You proceed on this road and turn 
left at the first intersection. Follow this trail for a dis-
tance of approximately 3 miles to where claim postings show 
that you are entering the property of Big Horn Locating C O3 Inc. 


Further penetration of the property is possible by 
following this trail which paralels Porcupine Creek and lies 
one-half mile northeast of same. This trail offers access by 
automobile to the center of the property, but the outlying 
quarter-sections must be reached by pack horse or jeep. 


(b) The center point of the claim lies 47 miles from 
Lovell, Wyoming, and 62 miles from Sheridan, Wyoming. As a 
result of past experience and general inquiries it is our 
contention that ample labor can be secured from either of 
these two.points. Same towns could act as supply points. 


Due to the mountainous terrain between Lovell, 
Sheridan and the mine site, and thus the time required to 
traverse this route, we feel it would be necessary to re-
activate the existing camp.
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4. The Exploration Project 


(a) At this instance I would pre'er to confine my think-
ing relative to the proposed exploration project to that land 
which makes, up the bed of Porcupine Creek, together with the 
accessible siopes on either side of this low area. 


This is the same land from which we have extracted a 
limited amount of samples, and which Mr. Ziebell feels we 
should concentrate on to continue with the development work. 
It is estimated that this creek valley contains sufficient ores 
to permit us to carry on a normal mining operation f or 12 years. 


In that placer type of mining will be employed thru 
this entire area, our exploration will be confined to borings, 
with and without casings, to longitudinal trenching, and in 
some cases, open excavations.

	 Ixi the higher areas on the slope where water did not 
affect the digging operation, we have found that, underlying

'S	 '	 At this time it is quite difficult to anticipate an 
average daily or monthly rate of progress', but it is our 
opinion that after the planning is finalized, adequate super-
vision appointed, the drilling, trenching and analysis work 
can all proceed concurrently. 


It has been our experience from the past years that 
the operating season in this area runs from June 15thto 
October 1st. An average of four-tenths of a day per week 
was lost due to weather.

5. Experience 


(a) This proposed venture shall be carried out by 
Big Horn Locating Co., inc., of which I, Kenneth P. Harrington, 
am the majority stockholder and president. This automatically 
puts me in a position of control relative to the admini-
stration and futuring of Big Horn Locating Co., Inc. 


• I am the sole owner of Shamrock Engineering, a firm 
employed in heavy construction projects. This firm owns and 
operates light, intermediate and heavy construction equipment. 


.1 am active in and head Shamrock Engineering, to-
gether with various other corporations and interests which I 
either own wholly or in part. 


I am not a graduate engineer, but have had eighteen 
years experience brought about by developing and running my 
own firm. I do have in my employment five graduate engineers 
who cover the various phases of construction. 


During the period that Big Horn has been interested 
in this property I have made an average of six field trips 
per operating season for the purpose. of administration and 
planning the work. 


To the best of my knowledge the development work 
will be carried on under the combined efforts of Walter Ziebell, 
certified geologist, and Leif C. Bergslien, who has been em-
ployed by me as a construction superintendent for the past 
five years. Mr. Bergslien was also in charge of development 
work to date. 


6. Estimate of Costs 


(a) Currently it is our thinking that the only work to 
be contracted to independent sources will be the initial lay-
out work. A local firm employing a registered civil engineer 
certified in the state of Wyoming, could take over this detail. 
I feel a firm of this caliber should be used to reference the 
boring locations.with the existing claim stakes, and in turn 
to validate both. It is estimated that the cost of this sér-
vice should be 8OOO.00. 


Due to my not owning a drilling rig I would sublet 
the core drilling to a qualified contractor. I estimate that 
we will drill 4,000 ft. of exploratory borings at an approxi-
mate cost of 8.00 per ft., totalling 32,OOO.00 


It will also be necessary to contract for the ser-
vices of a qualified laboratory for assaying the concentrates 
to determine values. I estimate this service to run lO,OOO.0O
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(b) The following is a breakdown of the personel I 
feel will be necessary to carry out this development work:

From the contacts I have made in previous years I 
feel the necessary technicians and employees will be readily 
available.


(c) From past experience ve have found we can operate 
a camp. at a cost to us of $100.00 per month by back-charging 
each man a specified amount for room and board. The labor 
rate set up in Section, 6-b is adequate for the employee to 
absorb this back-charge. This arrangement would call for a 
camp operating cost of $100 per month f or ten months, total-
ling $1,000.00. 


Fuel for camp generators, vehicles and excavating 
equipment we estimate to cost $30.00 per day, or $800.00 per 
month. Ten months would total .8,000.00. 


Miscellaneous supplies needed for all phases of 
work, and costing under $50.00 each, I feel could be pro-
cured and maintained at a cost of $200.00 per month, the ten 
months totalling 2,000.00. 


Due to the broadness of this heading I believe that 
a contingency figure of $10,000.00 for the ten operating 
months should. be included.

A three-quarter dragline crawler crane, 
diesel powered, will be used for the longi-
tudinal trenching. This piece of equipment 
will be furnished by the applicant and has 
a present market value of 26,700.0O. 


We will also need the services of an 85 hp. 
diesel powered bulldozer for purposes of 
grading temporary access roads, backfilling, 
etc. This piece of equipment shall be fur-
nished by the applicant; it's present mar-
ket value is i32l,0O0.0O.

The subject application was submitted by Mr. K. P. 
Harrington, in person, to this office for review and sug-
gestions. This office advised Mr. Harrington that, although 
lacking in essential information, the application would be 
recorded now and the additional information could be sub-. 
mitted later. 


Mr. Harrington said that within a few weeks the 
following supplementary data would be submitted: 


(a) The recording data of each claim, i.e., 
date recorded, book and page number; 


(b) A claim map or maps showing location and 
names of claims; location of present pits, 
trenches, etc.; location where procured and 
assay returns of samples; and locations of 
proposed drill holes, trenches, and pits with 
their estimated depths; and 


(c) Bids for drilling from three independent 
contractors. 


It was suggested that a few composite samples be 
made from those samples already taken and an estimate be 
made of the weight of the heavy minerals contained per cubic 
yard of gravel, then have a quantitative spectrographic 
analysis made for the percentage of combined rare earths, 
thorium, and beryllium in the heavy minerals. Mr. Harrington 
was also advised that his estimated costs were considerably 
higher than those of our previous costs for placer explo-
ration projects, especially for supervision.
