Under Contract No. Idm-E1115, preliminary results
of the recently completed drilling lndicate that a
possible 120,000-ton ore body averaging at least 0.12
percent U30g exists at the eastern edge of the property.
The averafe depth of the ore is about 320 feet below
the surface. Other small zones of ore-grade material
were penetrated in the central part of the property.

This proposed program should be considered as a
part of Contract No. Idm-E1115 since the property 1is
in part contiguous to claims owned and explored in this
contract. : .

Uranium deposits in the .Gas Hills region are apparently

restricted to the Upper Wind River or coarse-gralned
facles of the formation, ‘ '

The claims are in the eastern Gas Hills area where
only the Upper Wind River rocks are present. Also, the
claims overlie in part a highly-faulted zone that forms
a northwest trending graben structure in the Wind River
formation. East of the claim this graben area has been
explored by DMEA drilling under Contract Idm-E1115. The
large ore body and mineralization in the central part of
the property described above occurs in the graben area.
The formation in holes drilled ranges from 45 to 800
feet thick in the graben, Near the west boundary of
these claims, contiguous to the Shawver group, the Wind
River is 550 to TOO feet thick in the graben and about
250 feet thick south of the graben. Over-all the Wind

River formation should average about 350 feet thlck on
the Shawver claim group.

Therefore, a two-stage program of 134 non-core holes
aggregating 46,900 feet of hole estimated at $54,187.40
is recommended to explore these claims,

Since the program recommended by the Field Team is
designed to explore the continuation of the Upper Fall
River formation along and adjacent to the graben area in
which a significant discovery or uranium has been made
under Contract No. Idm-E1115, the application should be
denied pursuant to the instructions in the press release
dated June 6, 1958.

Conclusions

A review of all our information relating to the
proposed project indicates that the proposed work would
explore the Upper Fall River formation on adjacent and
nearby claims that have been explored by DMEA assistance
where a significant discovery of uranium was made. There-
fore, the application should be denied pursuant to -
instructions contained in the press release, dated June 6,

GEOLOGY

. The Gas Hills region of central Wyoming in which is located
the-Shawver group. of claims is underlain mostly by the lower Eocene Wind
River formation, aiseries of clastic sedimentary rocks of fluvial origin.
The Wind River formation, composed of two units, a lower fine-grained
fecies and an upper coarse-grained facies, is essentially flat lying;
however, supretenuous folding, resulting from the dumping of clastic
material on a highly irregular pre-Wind River erosion surface of folded

.and’faulted Mesozoic and Paleozoic rocks, forms local areas with moderate
dips (fig. 2).

that a T4 hole Stage I program is recommended in place of the appli-
cant's 76 holes, and the average.hole depth is reduced from the appli-
cant's figure of 450 feet to a more realistic 350 feet average depth.
