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BISMUTH IN THE THIRD QUARTER 2014

Bismuth imports to the United States for the third quarter of
2014 were 423 metric tons (t), a decrease of 44% from those in
the second quarter of 2014 and a decrease of 23% from those in
the third quarter of 2013. China remained the dominant source
of imports, accounting for 272 t, or 64% of imports, during the
third quarter of 2014. Imports of bismuth in the first three
quarters of 2014 totaled 1,700 t, an increase of 33% from those
in the first three quarters of 2013. The high import level during
the second quarter of 2014 coincided with a large increase in
bismuth stocks held in China’s “rare metals” Fanya Metal
Exchange, which began trading bismuth in March 2013. By the
third week in September, bismuth stocks in the Fanya-approved
warehouses, with a capacity of 20,000 t, had risen to almost
15,000 t, up from 11,500 t at the end of the second quarter, and
supply reportedly tightened on the spot market. Concerns over
future availability and higher prices encouraged stockpiling by
U.S. and European consumers during the second quarter and
purchases reportedly decreased at higher prices during the third
quarter (Metal-Pages, 2014a, b).

U.S. exports of bismuth during the second quarter were 158 t,
a 6% increase from those in the second quarter of 2014 and a
15% decrease from exports during the third quarter of 2013.

Prices
The New York dealer price range for bismuth published in
Platts Metals Week continued the upward trend that started in

the fourth quarter of 2013. During the third quarter, the price
ranged between $11.25 and $11.83 per pound.

Update

Bismuth prices continued to rise in the fourth quarter.
However, prices began to decline in January 2015 and by
February 18, 2015, the Platts Metals Week price range was
$8.50 to $9.25 per pound.
