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FLUORSPAR IN THE SECOND QUARTER 2014

Reported fluorspar consumption in the second quarter was
111,000 metric tons (t), a 12% decrease compared with that of
the previous quarter but a 4% increase compared with that of
the second quarter of 2013. Stocks totaled 241,000 t at the end
of the second quarter, a decrease of about 18% compared with
those at the end of the previous quarter. Fluorspar imports in
the second quarter were 120,000 t, a 9% increase compared
with those of the previous quarter. Hydrofluoric acid imports

decreased slightly in the second quarter to 32,300 t.
